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Nathaniel Mission’s (NM) target population are the communities along the Versailles Road Corridor, specifically Cardinal
Valley (less than a mile from NM) and small neighborhoods like Speigle Heights (directly behind NM). The poorest
elementary schools in all of Fayette County are located in our neighborhoods, Harrison (HES) with 265 students and
Cardinal Valley (CVES) with 610 students.


English Language Learners make up 59% of CVES students, demonstrating a high need for extended learning
opportunities. Kindergarten Readiness scores for 2018-2019 show that 92.3% of CVES and 83.7% of HES were not ready.
This is a huge barrier to academic success which can be seen by comparing scores with other elementary schools; Cassidy
Elementary School who had only 17.3% of entering Kindergarten students not ready. The 2017-2018 K-PREP test scores
show that 47.7% of CVES students and 36.2% of HES students scored novice in reading.


With this huge need in academic support, there is lack of resources. At HES, 91% qualify for free meals with 88% of CVES
qualifying. For CVES students the only opportunity for academic support is tutoring at Village Branch Library and the only
enrichment opportunities are small 2-day a week groups at CVES. For HES students in our neighborhoods there is more
opportunities but lack of transportation and financial resources are barriers.


Poverty, family instability, language barrier, and lack of services point to students being underserved and at-risk. NM seeks
to bridge that gap by providing the holistic intervention needed for families.


Our targeted effort is to provide extended learning opportunities focused on academics, enrichment, and mentor
relationships. This is tailored to seen-needs of academic support, accessible opportunity, and intervention for at-risk
students.


These opportunities include after-school programs and summer enrichment camps. Two different sites (CVES and NM)
each provide a 4-day a week and 2.5-hour a day program with a routine of healthy snacks, physical activity, mentor
relationships, homework help, reading, and enrichment activities. During the summer months, camp will be held at two
different sites (Valley Park & NM) for 2 weeks each providing a 4-day a week and 4-hour a day summer enrichment
program.


This focused time is well-structured with SAFE instructional components, which include step-by-step teaching (S), active
forms of learning (A), focused specific time and attention on skill development (F), and explicit in defining the skills being
taught (E). Our programs give ample time to engage in math, reading, science, and an array of arts, physical recreation,
character building, service learning, and tutoring not available during the regular school day. There is intentionality built in
our schedule for academic support with a goal to challenge each student every day and provide social-emotional support
that helps children manage toxic stress, trauma, and adverse child experiences through mentor relationships.


We recognize that parents and caregivers are students first and important teachers. Families of students are given
opportunities for active and meaningful engagement in their children’s education, including opportunities for educational
development through monthly family nights and staff home visits







Our focus on is the Versailles Road Corridor, which includes HES and CVES as well as Picadome and James Lane Allen
elementary schools. Though the program is targeted at HES and CVES, other students in the area will be not turned away,
but will have to provide their own transportation to program sites.


We will require a small fee to register for the program ($10 for the school year and $5 for two week of camp).
Parents/Caregivers will be required to sign an agreement of expectations. For our after-school program, this agreement will
include expectations for students during the program (behavior, homework, reading and participation), regular attendance of
the program (defined as 50% of program days), home visits (two times a year), at least one parent/caregiver attending
monthly family nights regularly (attending 6 of the 9 events). For summer enrichment camp, this agreement will include
expectations for students during the program (behavior and participation) and regular attendance of the program (defined as
50% of program days).


Empowered by the Read for Success model by Reading Is Fundamental, our program implements six components to
improve scores and motivate students to learn: book ownership, books for classroom, professional development
(staff/volunteers, seeing the impact of decisions, framework of the program and participants, and handling challenges),
literacy resources (for instruction), STEAM activities, and parental engagement. Students whose Lexile reader measures
were in the 10th percentile or below saw significant gains during the research study (Reading is Fundamental 2015). This is
at the heart of our learning community culture.


This holistic approach to extended learning opportunities provides environment to our program. Our environment consist of
in-school curricular alignment with resources for students to engage and take home, trained staff and intentional parent
engagement. This positions our staff to provide an effective program, which is characterized by having these four
instructional components: step-by-step instruction, active or hands-on practice of skills, focused time and attention on skill,
and explicit in defining skill (SAFE) (Durlak et al., 2010).


Programs that had all 4 of these components saw differences in outcomes pertaining to drug use, positive social behaviors,
reduction in problem behaviors, school attendance, school bonding, school grade, self-perceptions, and academic
achievement. For example, on average, youth gained 8 percentiles in standardized test scores, showed increase of 11
percentiles in social behaviors (e.g., cooperation, helping others), and show a reduction of 12 percentiles in problem
behaviors (e.g., aggression, noncompliance) if they were in a SAFE program ( Durlak, Weissberg, Dymnicki, Taylor, &
Schellinger, 2011).







Our hope is a connection of school-day lessons to their everyday. We have the capacity to strengthen students’
engagement in school and set higher educational aspirations. Our hope is to develop a program that provides significant
improvement in their self perceptions, improved social behavior, and decreased problem behaviors. In addition to supporting
a child’s development and igniting a passion for learning, our hope is to positively impact a child’s academic performance.


These hopes are seen in our goal to increase reading achievement and overall grades, regular attendance, and completion
of enrichment classes. Objectives associated with these goals are 60% of students enrolled will have regular attendance,
85% of regular attendants complete homework assignment and 75% spend 20 minutes reading, and a 25% increase in
enrichment pre/post tests. These objectives are healthy indicators of “successful” completion of services in school or
summer program, but our hope is that each child that walks in the door of NM would feel seen and loved, and they would be
academically challenged.


For families, our program hopes to raise engagement in their child’s education, act as a bridge (families and schools), and
provide wraparound services to families—such as parenting education and connection to social services. We believe that
this relationship between NM and parents takes time in order to build trust. Success will look like open communication from
NM staff, attendance of 60% of family nights and beginning to develop family goals that will be set out in home visits with
staff.


Our desire is to continue with our families all throughout their student’s school-age-years and beyond. With the stated
promising practices above, there is academic success. Students improved their school attendance, class participation,
behavior, and academic scores and grades, which narrow the achievement gap between high- and low-income student.
High school graduation rate increases. Students are equipped to integrate into higher education and/or Lexington
community.


Looking at the long-term, these programs support our communities workforce. Businesses want to hire problem solvers and
team players, and these are the skills they are developing in our programs with a special focus on STEM careers.


Throughout the last two years of working with neighborhood kids, Yankle is one of many meanfuling stories that NM has
seen. Yankle is a soft spoken 1st grader at CVES. He has a sweet smile, but that smile quickly faded as you focus his
attention on school work. His family (he with three sisters and mother) fled from Honduras a year and a half ago. He
struggled to communicate, and because of that struggle, he acted out. Mom has very few support systems, and English is
one of the huge barriers their family faces. After participating several months in after-school, his teacher shared that the
extra support he receives on Monday and Wednesdays in the library equipped him to be successful. Instead of acting out,
there is an excitement for learning and a change of attitude. Like many of the children at CVES, Yankle’s struggles are not
unusual.







Developing a curiosity in learning, improving social and emotional skills and supporting student’s academics will be
motionitored several ways. Attendance records will show the amount of impact and consistency of student participation.
These records will be taken each day of programming. This will measure student desire to participate and learn. Five times
a year all regular attending students (start of school-year and summer program, mid-school-year, and at the end of the
school-year and summer), will complete feedback surveys, allowing us to gage experiences and view of program.


At the beginning and completion of the program, parent and teacher surveys will measure trust and rapport by assessing
the areas of improvement in excitement for learning, social and emotional changes, and academic gains. Qualitative data of
student grades and homework completion will be receive from classroom teachers each semester.


Pre and post surveys will measure student knowledge when they begin and complete an enrichment class with students
participating in at least four classes. These surveys and data will directly impact the improvement for our summer and
school year programs.


As well, attendance will be taken during family nights and parents will be surveyed to assess goals that will be developed.
Quantitative and qualitative data will then be taken to our extended learning opportunities leadership team where they will
assess areas of improvement and set up goals and objectives for the following year. These goals and objectives will match
specific desired outcomes and programming will mirror these improvements.


2 Program Coordinators (NM & CVES Sites): Program Oversight: Recruit families, establish learning environment, oversee
planning and implementation. Leadership: Develop focused programs to achieve agreed upon goals and objectives.
Establishes helpful and strategic partnerships. Volunteer Recruitment and Management: Works to recruit volunteers.
Screens, empowers, equips, communicates and invests in volunteers to adhere to safety policies and to determine best fits
for service. Administration: Direct program budget, establish program calendar, maintain consistent contact with staff, board,
supporters and network. Apply for grants in conjunction with program director.


2 School Year Interns (CVES & NM Sites): Assist with leading program - meals, games, enrichment activities
2 Summer Teachers (Reading & STEM): Develop curriculum and teach lessons


Program Director: Meghan Talley, since January 2017. With 15 years of experience working with children & youth, she
started an after-school program at The Foundry Christian Community Center in Bowling Green, KY.
Support: Weekly meeting with staff, provide training and guidance; Accountability: Ensure goals and objectives are being
met; Sustainability: apply for grants and secure funding
Social Worker: Qualifications - Fluent in Spanish; Masters in Social Work. Communication with families through home
visits and phone calls; Assist families in setting goals; Connect families to resources as needed
Office Administrator: Stephanie Martinez, since April of 2018. She is fluent in Spanish and easily develops relationships
with other. Administrative tasks such as communication pieces and translation of documents; Utilize general NM
volunteers to prepare lessons and activities







As we have formed relationships in our community, our desire is builds on what is currently available. Some of these
organizations are Partners for Youth who leads a Neighborhood Youth Council and Community Partners Meeting, Village
Branch of the Lexington Public Library, who functions as a bridge into the community, Cardinal Valley Park Activities Board,
who activity look for activities for kids, and school administrators and teachers, who welcomed us to use their space. In
Speigle Heights neighborhood, we have worked alongside Antioch Baptist Church, Hope Springs Community Church, the
neighborhood association, and community leaders.


We built and will continue building a great network that have helped us throughout the past two years. Enrichment program
partners include: Bluegrass Greensource, Eastern KY STEM, Lexington Storytellers, Kentucky State Beekeepers, Lexington
Police Officers, Food Chain, Lexington Public Library, Seedleaf, UK Extension Office, Bricks 4 Kids, and the Raptor
Rehabilitation of Kentucky. God’s Pantry and CVES provides healthy meals.


As a Methodist, we are connected throughout the Lexington District of the United Methodist Church to 70 churches, 8 of
them actively serving, and connected to 8 other congregations, which provide volunteer and financial support. From our
staff, volunteers, and board, we have development a leadership team that provides accountability, leadership, and program
directives.
Our health and wellness initiatives have been supported by Good Samaritan Foundation. Summer enrichment camps has
been supported by Partners for Youth’s Grassroots Grant. Individual supporters have sponsored our students through a
scholarship campaign for after school programming


Knowing transportation is an issues for our families, CVES program is held at the school and parents are able to easily pick
up their student or students simply walk home. For the NM site program, students are able to ride their normal school bus
and then walk to NM and to walk home.


For CVES language is a huge barrier. We have been intentional about hiring support staff who are fluent in Spanish to help
bridge this gap. This includes our Office Administrator and Social Worker. If a parent speaks another language, we rely on
school support to begin the relationship with families. School administrators and teachers are aware of program and
provide referrals. Once this relationship is established, we will be seek out support from Access Language Solutions to
provide translators (by phone or schedule appointment) as well as translation of documents.

According to Feeding America’s recent data, 15.6% of Fayette County residents experience food insecurity. Of those
residents of the communities along the Versailles Road Corridor who participate in The Nathaniel Mission’s programs, 2 in 3
attend to address food insecurity issues. The Nathaniel Mission’s Nutritional Assistance programs are aimed at addressing
these issues in food insecurity, nutritional access and learning, and healthy choices. The programs are open to all residents
of Fayette County, with particular emphasis on the residents of the Versailles Road Corridor (Cardinal Valley, Gardenside,
Bennett Ave., Speigle Heights, Irishtown, etc.). Many of these clients are participating in God’s Pantry’s food assistance
programs, in addition to federal supplemental aid such as SNAP benefits, and yet still lack enough resources to adequately
provide enough food for their households. As under-served residents, these neighbors face obstacles in transportation,
language, and community-connectedness that would otherwise allow them to find alternative resources in other parts of
Lexington. These communities need significant resources and support, and The Nathaniel Mission Nutritional Assistance
programs target this particular issue our clients face. In partnership with God’s Pantry, Senior Commodities, Glean KY, and
other organizations, The Nathaniel Mission is proud to be a central hub for the Versailles Road Corridor’s food insecurity
solutions.


The Nathaniel Mission Nutritional Assistance programs include a myriad of opportunities for clients to receive holistic care in
addressing their needs. Our Mission Market, open three days per week, offers fresh, canned, pre-prepared, and frozen
foods to clients on a once-per-month basis. Our Lunch & Learn services, presented twice per month, offer a hot, nutritious
meal and nutritional or health-related training, information, workshops, or educational opportunities. Our Senior
Commodities partnership with God’s Pantry supplements basic food resources for clients on a monthly basis. Throughout
the week, healthy food options for breakfast and lunch are available, free of charge, for clients who participate in our Day
Shelter or who arrive at the Mission for other classes, clinics, or programs. In addition to these consistent, year-round
programs, additional programs are offered throughout the year to target additional food insecurity and wellness issues.
Nutritional Cooking Classes are held quarterly, Emergency Food Assistance packages are prepared year-round for clients
in critical need, and Community Meals serve hundreds of neighbors at holidays and other special occasions. These various
programs aim to both address critical gaps in food security for our clients as well as provide supportive assistance and
resourcing to lessen the chronic experience of food insecurity.







Clients who have a valid ID and reside within Fayette County are eligible to participate in all of our Nutritional Assistance
Programs. No further requirements are placed upon clients, other than their maintenance of Mission policies, rules, and
behavioral expectations while in our facilities.


The Nathaniel Mission Nutritional Assistance programs are intentionally varied and address a multitude of the facets
surrounding food insecurity issues. In addition to the related opportunities within the Nutritional Assistance programs,
clients of The Nathaniel Mission can also participate in complementary services aimed at resourcing our neighbors in the
midst of the complex factors contributing to poverty, such as social worker consultation and case management, referrals to
other organizations with supplemental resources, and classes targeting job readiness, financial wellness, and other topics.
The consensus in research indicates that this “center model” is the most effective approach to addressing the underlying
causes of poverty and creating sustained food security (RTI composite research, 2014). By providing holistic services that
address food insecurity and general poverty issues, The Nathaniel Mission is confident that our Nutritional Assistance
programs make a marked difference in the lives of our clients.







The Nathaniel Mission Nutritional Assistance programs seek to make a marked difference in the experience of food
insecurity and wellness issues amongst our clients. Predominantly, the programs are designed to fill critical gaps in
resources for our neighbors in need, offering an opportunity to receive the necessary supplies to avoid hunger and
nutritional deficiencies. In addition to resourcing, we aim to help clients work diligently to achieve greater independence in
general. For regular clients of our Mission Market, for example, we provide opportunities for one-on-one consultations with
our staff Social Worker who sets unique goals with clients to begin to see change in their experiences of poverty. Those
goals can include participation in a financial wellness class, the securing of a resume through one of our trainings, or the
completion of a healthy eating class and the start of new personal habits. We judge success in these programs on an
individual basis, but generally rely on statistical data regarding regularity of participation, engagement in other
supplementary programs, and client reports to track the success of these programs. We have found that 53% of our clients
who participate in our Mission Market go on to receive complementary assistance through other classes, trainings, and
opportunities. Of those clients who participate in more than food assistance programs, 2 of 3 report significant change in
their experience of poverty and their own confidence in their personal independence.


The Nutritional Assistance Programs at The Nathaniel Mission make a marked difference in our clients, from addressing
gaps in food security to a passion for healthy eating choices. Many of our clients reflect to staff and volunteers that their
participation in our Mission Market is critical for their own food needs and consistently express peace of mind as a result of
this resource. Our Healthy Cooking classes and Wellness programs provide safe space for clients to express their
struggles with healthy eating while experiencing techniques and receiving tools to address those issues. Our Lunch &
Learn programs marry together these core objectives: providing healthy meals to those struggling with food insecurity and
teaching healthy choices in a safe environment. Our central belief is that addressing food insecurity or healthy choices
alone is insufficient. As a result, many of our Nutritional Assistance programs tie directly into other classes and clinics for
further support and resourcing, such as Diabetes Support Groups or Financial Wellness Classes. By addressing some of
the systemic factors leading to food insecurity or poor nutritional choices, The Nathaniel Mission aims to break cycles of
dysfunction and instability. Many of our clients receive such support and attest to the transformation that occurs as a result
of their participation in these programs.







All clients who participate in a Nutritional Assistance program fill out an intake form and are given the opportunity to fill out a
satisfaction survey as well. These two forms provide the basis for our quality assessment data. By tracking our clients’
self-identification and reporting on attitudes, experiences, and concerns, we can measure the effectiveness of our programs
at making the marked difference in our clients’ lives that we target. Changes in attitude and experience of food insecurity
are the two primary areas of focus in measuring the quality of our programs, and we analyze this data on a monthly basis
from all received intakes and surveys. In addition, we track participation in programs and classes that complement our
Nutritional Assistance programs and attempt to predict future participation and target these alternative opportunities in an
effective manner as a result of this tracking data.


Meghan Talley, Program Director – over a decade of experience directing similar efforts at The Nathaniel Mission and in
other non-profit settings. Meghan brings dedication, visionary leadership, and compassion to The Nathaniel Mission’s
Nutritional Assistance Programs. She oversees staff and volunteer performance, coordinates strategic partnerships, and
provides hands-on leadership where applicable.
Sheila Faust, Social Worker – 15 years experience administering resources and directing programs at The Nathaniel
Mission. Sheila’s long standing service in The Nathaniel Mission’s Nutritional Assistance programs provides longevity of
vision, rapport with clients, a wealth of knowledge in resourcing and support, and the dedicated focus on achieving stated
goals for the programs.
Nutritional Assistance Programs Food Manager - this to-be-hired position would allow for all kitchen-related prep and
resourcing to be funneled into a singular staff position as opposed to spread out over severl existing staff as it is now.
Responsibilities would include meal prep, nutritonal cooking classes, inventory, food processing, and more as determined
by the Program Director.
Stephanie Martinez, Office Administrator – bilingual in English and Spanish, Stephanie’s skills ensure that our services are
available and accessible Spanish Speakers. Managing details, Stephanie ensures that volunteers pick up food at local
stores (Target, Kroger, Starbucks), maintaining the organization and cleaning of the pantry and kitchen, and places orders
through four different vendors.







The Nathaniel Mission’s Nutritional Assistance programs work in collaboration with many other organizations around
Lexington to meet the needs of our clients. Partnerships include God’s Pantry, Glean KY, Food Chain, Senior
Commodities, Target, Kroger, Big Lots, Dollar Tree, Save-A-Lot, and others. These formalized partnerships provide a
wealth of goods for our clients to receive and allow The Nathaniel Mission to offer the majority of its programs without any
charge to our neighbors.
The Nathaniel Mission also relies heavily on partnerships with local congregations, families, and groups to provide essential
volunteer support to our Nutritional Assistance programs. All United Methodist congregations in Lexington provide active
support to The Nathaniel Mission, in addition to Kentucky Work recipients, Senior Community Service Employment Program
and at least 8 other churches in Lexington. Funding for our programs also is supported by our connections to these
congregations and groups.


In looking at the demographics of Fayette County and specifically the Versailles Road Corridor, it is easy to see that the
neighbourhoods we serve are very diverse. Knowing that 59% of the 610 Cardinal Valley Elementary School students are
considered English Language Learners, gives us a better picture of our need to be able to communicate with our neighbors.
We have been intentional about hiring an Office Administrator who is fluent in Spanish to help bridge this gap when
neighbors come to us, as well as translating documents into Spanish to ensure neighbors know about our services. If a
client speaks a language other than Spanish, we have established a partnership with Access Language Solutions to provide
translation over the phone or by scheduling an appointment.
When it comes to physical disabilities, our parking lot, entryway, spaces, and food pantry can easily be accessed without
physical barriers. Staff and volunteers make any adjustments needs to accommodate clients.


We regular interact with clients that have mental and emotional disabilities. Staff and volunteers are training in trauma
informed care to be able to effectively meet all client’s needs.

The Entity (regardless of whether construction contractor, non-construction 
contractor or supplier) agrees to provide equal opportunity in employment for all 
qualified persons, to prohibit discrimination in employment because of race, color, 
creed, national origin, sex or age, and to promote equal employment through a 
positive, continuing program from itself and each of its subcontracting agents.  This 
program of equal employment opportunity shall apply to every aspect of its 
employment policies and practices. 
 
 
 
Kentucky Equal Employment Opportunity Act  
The Kentucky Equal Employment Opportunity Act of 1978 (KRS 45.560-45.640) 
requires that any "county, city, town, school district, water district, hospital district, 
or other political subdivision of the state shall include in directly or indirectly publicly 
funded contracts for supplies, materials, services, or equipment hereinafter 
entered into the following provisions:

  (1)  For the length of the contract, each contractor shall hire 


minorities from other sources within the drawing area, should the 
union with which he has collective bargaining agreements be 
unwilling to supply sufficient minorities to satisfy the agreed upon 
goals and timetables. 


 
  (2)  Each contractor shall, for the length of the contract, furnish such 


information as required by KRS 45.560 to KRS 45.640 and by such

  (1)  If any contractor is found by the department to have engaged in 


an unlawful practice under this chapter during the course of 
performing under a contract or subcontract covered under KRS 
45.560 to 45.640, the department shall so certify to the contracting 
agency and such certification shall be binding upon the contracting 
agency unless it is reversed in the course of judicial review. 


 
  (2)  If the contractor is found to have committed an unlawful practice 


under KRS 45.560 to 45.640, the contracting agency may cancel or 
terminate the contract, conditioned upon a program for future 
compliance approved by the contracting agency and the department.  
The contracting agency may declare such a contractor ineligible to 
bid on further contracts with that agency until such time as the 
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contractor complies in full with the requirements of KRS 45.560 to 
45.640. 


 
  (3)  The equal employment provisions of KRS 45.560 to 45.640 may 


be met in part by a contractor by subcontracting to a minority 
contractor or subcontractor.  For the provisions of KRS 45.560 to 
45.640, a minority contractor or subcontractor shall mean a business 
that is owned and controlled by one or more persons disadvantaged 
by racial or ethnic circumstances.

  Nothing in KRS 45.560 to 45.640 shall require a contractor to hire 


anyone who fails to demonstrate the minimum skills required to 
perform a particular job."

The successful Respondent shall warrant that it is 
familiar with and understands all provisions herein and shall warrant that it 
can comply with them. No additional compensation to Respondent shall be 
authorized for services or expenses reasonably covered under these 
provisions that the proposer omits from its Proposal. 


 
12. Cancellation: If the services to be performed hereunder by the Respondent 


are not performed in an acceptable manner to the LFUCG, the LFUCG may 
cancel this contract for cause by providing written notice to the proposer, 
giving at least thirty (30) days notice of the proposed cancellation and the 
reasons for same. During that time period, the proposer may seek to bring 
the performance of services hereunder to a level that is acceptable to the 
LFUCG, and the LFUCG may rescind the cancellation if such action is in its 
best interest. 


 
A. Termination for Cause 


 
(1) LFUCG may terminate a contract because of the contractor’s 


failure to perform its contractual duties 
 


(2) If a contractor is determined to be in default, LFUCG shall notify 
the contractor of the determination in writing, and may include 
a specified date by which the contractor shall cure the identified 
deficiencies.

(c) Late payment or nonpayment of bills for labor, materials, 


supplies, or equipment furnished in connection with a 
contract for construction services as evidenced by 
mechanics’ liens filed pursuant to the provisions of KRS 
Chapter 376, or letters of indebtedness received from 
creditors by the purchasing agency; 


(d) Failure to diligently advance the work under a contract 
for construction services; 


(e) The filing of a bankruptcy petition by or against the 
contractor; or 


(f) Actions that endanger the health, safely or welfare of the 
LFUCG or its citizens. 


 
B. At Will Termination 


 
Notwithstanding the above provisions, the LFUCG may terminate this 
contract at will in accordance with the law upon providing thirty (30) days 
written notice of that intent, Payment for services or goods received prior to 
termination shall be made by the LFUCG provided these goods or  services 
were provided in a manner acceptable to the LFUCG. Payment for those 
goods and services shall not be unreasonably withheld. 


 
13. Assignment of Contract: The contractor shall not assign or subcontract any 


portion of the Contract without the express written consent of LFUCG. Any 
purported assignment or subcontract in violation hereof shall be void. It is 
expressly acknowledged that LFUCG shall never be required or obligated 
to consent to any request for assignment or subcontract; and further that 
such refusal to consent can be for any or no reason, fully within the sole 
discretion of LFUCG. 


 
14. No Waiver: No failure or delay by LFUCG in exercising any right, remedy, 


power or privilege hereunder, nor any single or partial exercise thereof, nor 
the exercise of any other right, remedy, power or privilege shall operate as 
a waiver hereof or thereof. No failure or delay by LFUCG in exercising any 
right, remedy, power or privilege under or in respect of this Contract shall 
affect the rights, remedies, powers or privileges of LFUCG hereunder or 
shall operate as a waiver thereof. 


 
15. Authority to do Business: The Respondent must be a duly organized and 
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authorized to do business under the laws of Kentucky. Respondent must be 
in good standing and have full legal capacity to provide the services 
specified under this Contract. The Respondent must have all necessary 
right and lawful authority to enter into this Contract for the full term hereof 
and that proper corporate or other action has been duly taken authorizing 
the Respondent to enter into this Contract. The Respondent will provide 
LFUCG with a copy of a corporate resolution authorizing this action and a 
letter from an attorney confirming that the proposer is authorized to do 
business in the State of Kentucky if requested.  All proposals must be signed 
by a duly authorized officer, agent or employee of the Respondent. 


 
16. Governing Law: This Contract shall be governed by and construed in 


accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky. In the event 
of any proceedings regarding this Contract, the Parties agree that the venue 
shall be the Fayette County Circuit Court or the U.S. District Court for the 
Eastern District of Kentucky, Lexington Division. All parties expressly 
consent to personal jurisdiction and venue in such Court for the limited and 
sole purpose of proceedings relating to this Contract or any rights or 
obligations arising thereunder. Service of process may be accomplished by 
following the procedures prescribed by law. 


 
17. Ability to Meet Obligations: Respondent affirmatively states that there are 


no actions, suits or proceedings of any kind pending against Respondent or, 
to the knowledge of the Respondent, threatened against the Respondent 
before or by any court, governmental body or agency or other tribunal or 
authority which would, if adversely determined, have a materially adverse 
effect on the authority or ability of Respondent to perform its obligations 
under this Contract, or which question the legality, validity or enforceability 
hereof or thereof. 


 
18. Contractor understands and agrees that its employees, agents, or 


subcontractors are not employees of LFUCG for any purpose whatsoever.  
Contractor is an independent contractor at all times during the performance 
of the services specified. 


 
19. If any term or provision of this Contract shall be found to be illegal or 


unenforceable, the remainder of the contract shall remain in full force and 
such term or provision shall be deemed stricken.

This Agreement shall not 


become effective unless and until copies of all of the executed originals of the aforementioned 


tax returns filed for the Organization have been registered for the current tax year by the 


Organization in the office of the Sponsor, and the Organization shall not be compensated 


unless and until such registration has taken place.  


 8. The Organization shall, on such forms as the Sponsor shall provide, submit to 


Sponsor an annual report and financial statement which summarize the previous year’s 


activities regarding the services enumerated in the addendum attached hereto.  


 9. Books of accounts shall be kept by the Organization and entries shall be made 


therein of all money, goods, effects, debts, sales, purchases, receipts, payments and any 


other transactions of the Organization.  The books of accounts, together with all bonds, notes, 


bills, letters and other writings belonging to the Organization, shall be maintained at the 


principal place of business of the Organization as set forth in this Agreement.  Government 


shall have free and complete access to the books, papers and affairs of the Organization, 


that relate to the performance of this Agreement, at all reasonable times, and if it desires, it 


may have the books and papers of the Organization, that relate to the performance of this 


Agreement, audited and examined by auditors, accountants or attorneys.  Any examination 


shall be at the expense of the Government.  


 10. Government may designate such persons as may be necessary to monitor and 


evaluate the services rendered by the Organization.  The Government, its agents and 


employees, shall, at all times, have unrestricted access to all places where or in which the 


services required hereunder are being carried on and conducted.  Inspection and monitoring 


of the work by these authorities shall in no manner be presumed to relieve in any degree the 
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responsibility or obligations of Organization, nor to constitute the Organization as an agent of 


the Government.  


11. Organization shall provide equal opportunity in employment for all qualified 


persons, shall prohibit discrimination in employment because of race, color, creed, national 


origin, sex or age, and shall cause each of its subcontracting agencies to do so.  This program 


of equal employment opportunity shall apply to every aspect of its employment policies and 


practices.  


12. Organization shall adopt a written sexual harassment policy, which shall, at a 


minimum, contain a statement of current law; a list of prohibited behaviors; a complaint 


process; and a procedure which provides for a confidential investigation of all complaints.  


The policy shall be given to all employees and clients and shall be posted at all locations 


where Organization conducts business.  The policy shall be submitted to Sponsor for review 


within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement. 


   


 13. Organization agrees that it shall apply all funds received by it from the Urban 


County Government in accordance with the following investment policy guidelines:  


A. Objectives:  Capital preservation with surety of income.  Reasonable 
competitive income consistent with high investment quality and purpose 
of funds.  All investments shall conform with state and local law and 
regulations and these policies. 


 
B. Investment Funds Management:  The governing board may elect to 


either:  
 


(1) Manage its investment through its executive director where the 
size or complexity of funds to be managed is deemed by the board to 
be within the training, expertise and/or available time capacity of the 
executive director and the operating staff; or  


 
(2) Utilize the professional investment management facilities of a 
local bank trust department acting in a fiduciary capacity within the 
same approved investment policies and federal, state, local and trust 
laws and regulation.  The trust department may utilize its regular short-
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term one hundred percent (100%) US Treasury Fund for daily funds 
investment.  


 
The election of option 1 or 2 should be made consistent with the relative 
cost incurred and in the case of option 2 the cost shall be competitive 
among local trust departments. 


 
  C. Investment Policies - - Safety and Prudence.  
 


(1) Short-term liquidity funds shall be invested in “riskless” 
investment, i.e., deposits in Kentucky commercial banks or savings and 
loan associations that are fully federally insured or deposits 
collateralized by U.S. Treasury securities with a current market value of 
at least one hundred percent (100%), or in direct obligations of U.S. 
Treasury securities. 


 
Investments shall be diversified according to maturity in order to meet 
projected cash flow needs.  


 
Collateral pledged to secure uninsured deposits shall be held at a 
federal reserve bank with the receipt providing absolute control by the 
agency.  


 
(2) Retirement funds, endowment funds, long-term capital reserve 
funds and any other special funds may be held and invested by a local 
bank trust department under investment objectives and diversification 
in accordance with the individual nature of the funds and pursuant to 
the “prudent man” investment rule as well as general trust law.  


 
(3) All investments shall be reviewed monthly by a finance or 
investment committee of the agency.  


 
(4)  Local brokerage firms may hold and invest funds provided that 
investments are located within Kentucky and are full insured.  


 
D. Audit - - All investments shall be audited at least annually by independent 


certified public accountant who shall express an opinion as to whether or 
not investments during the year audited have conformed with state and 
local law and regulation and with the approved investment policies.  
 


14. This Agreement, and Exhibits incorporated herein, contains the entire 


agreement between the parties, and no statement, promises or inducements made by either 


party or agent of either party that is not contained in this written Agreement shall be valid and 


binding; and this Agreement may not be enlarged, modified or altered except in writing signed 


by the parties and endorsed hereon. 
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 15. Organization shall not assign any interest, obligation, or benefit of this 


Agreement or transfer any interest in the same, whether by assignment or novation, without 


prior written consent of LFUCG.  


 16.  Organization expressly agrees to abide by the General Conditions and Risk 


Management Provisions included in Exhibit A which is attached hereto and incorporated 


herein by reference.  


17. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws  


of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.  Organization acknowledges and agrees that any claims, 


legal proceedings or litigation arising in connection with this Agreement or the Services provided 


hereunder shall be brought solely in Fayette County, Kentucky. 


18. If any particular provision of this Agreement is determined to be invalid or 


unenforceable, that determination will not affect any other provision hereto, which will be 


construed in all respects as if the invalid or unenforceable provision were omitted.   


19. Notice – Any written notice required by the Agreement shall be delivered by 


certified mail, return receipt requested, to the following:
