Summary and Motions

Chair Jennifer Reynolds called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

Committee Members Chuck Ellinger 1l, Tyler Morton, Shayla Lynch, Denise Gray, Amy Beasley, Whitney
Elliott Baxter, and Hilary Boone were present. Committee Members Vice Mayor Dan Wu and Council
Member Joseph Hale were absent. Council Members Emma Curtis, Liz Sheehan, and Dave Sevigny were
present as non-voting members.

I.  APPROVAL OF APRIL 15, 2025 COMMITTEE MEETING SUMMARY

Motion by Ellinger to approve the April 15, 2025 Committee Summary. Seconded by Baxter. Motion
passed without dissent.

Il.  SUBSTANCE USE DISORDER INTERVENTION (SUDI) PROGRAM

Carmen Combs Marks, SUDI Program Coordinator, presented the update on SUDI/Opioid Abatement. She
reviewed the expanded roles of first responders and community partners. She examined the goals of
providing naloxone and discussed how the growth of community paramedicine has altered the narrative.
She reviewed the overdose statistics for 2022-2025. They implemented outreach throughout the
community, including recovery residences. The Recovery Supportive Living Assistance (RSLA) program was
launched in 2020 to support individuals entering recovery. They are exploring options for expansion. She
reviewed the distribution of naloxone kits by year and quarter. She spoke about the Substance Use Disorder
Advisory (SUDA) Council, which guides Lexington's outreach on overdose issues. Regarding national opioid
litigation, they have not spent any money but have received about $7 million. The Abatement Commission
meets on the second Friday of every month, and you can speak at any meeting by signing up in advance.

Regarding a town hall meeting on the opioid crisis with the state, there are concerns that a narrative has
emerged suggesting this issue is not discussed within the Black community. When addressing how to ensure
these communities receive help, Marks noted they continue to participate in festivals and are actively
engaging with the faith-based community. The most significant barrier to accessing narcan is the stigma;
several community members push back due to fear of being associated with this issue. Marks emphasized
the importance of being present and having a voice to contribute to the solution. Regarding the Substance
Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) grant, Marks stated that the plan is to request
funding from the Opioid Abatement Commission. When asked who funds recovery residences, Marks
explained that they support homes striving for compliance through a one-time payment and a random
selection process. Concerning the $500 stipend, Marks clarified that it was previously $425, a sum that
allowed for the support of more individuals. As costs rise, Marks confirmed plans to increase this amount
again. While Marks is uncertain about which recommendations will be accepted for opioid abatement, there
is a desire to allocate funds toward recovery, making them available to individuals at all levels. Marks also
suggested that collaborating with FCPS to have someone work with school-aged children might help
establish a curriculum for schools or after-school activities. No action was taken on this item.
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lll. EmPATH CENTER UPDATE

Marc Woods, Chief Nursing Officer at UK Healthcare/Eastern State EmPATH Center, explained that EmMPATH
stands for Emergency Psychiatric Assessment Treatment and Healing. Patients begin their treatment there
and may be transferred to a more suitable facility. The center assists in obtaining the necessary resources
and services. The EmPATH model is expanding nationally and is recognized for its best practices. He
highlighted the differences between EmPATH and a typical Emergency Department: a psychiatrist sees
patients within 10 to 30 minutes, and a care plan is promptly provided. He also showed what the rooms
look like, featuring chairs that can be arranged as desired. The facility opened last July, and now there are
60 such centers across the country. Lindsey Jasinski, Chief Administrative Officer, mentioned that they
currently have 16 chairs and are working toward acquiring 24 more. Many facilities require patients to visit
the emergency department first for medical care; however, they have found that this delays treatment, so
they accept anyone and assess their issues upon arrival. Jasinski reviewed the various positions that
comprise the team. They have assisted over 4,000 patients aged 18 and over, with 60-65% coming in due to
suicide concerns. They have reduced hospital stays by 8%, and outpatient follow-up has increased from 29%
to 65%. She also reviewed the EmPATH outcomes, which include winning the national EmPATH of the year
award.

Historically, there have been long waits to get in; however, since the pandemic, demand has increased, so
we must improve access to care. They don't want people to wait. They want to start treatment right away.
Woods said a barrier to seeking treatment is stigma, which is significant, but it has improved. There is still
more to be done, and people need to recognize when they need help and be willing to accept it. When
asked how easy it is for residents to get there, Jasinski said it is accessible, and they are on a bus route. They
cannot pick up patients and bring them to the facility, but they can take them home. They have working
relationships with first responders and collaborate with the mental health court and judges. A monthly
meeting is held to address challenges. Jasinski said they partner with social workers and rely on them to
facilitate these services. Patients' preferences dictate where they go; they are not forced to visit a specific
place. Woods said they pull resources to illustrate that this facility is inclusive. Woods explained that part of
the evaluation includes compassionate care, and they do not consider race or gender identity as factors.
When asked how often they reach full capacity (16 chairs), Jasinski stated they do not want to turn anyone
away; they have had up to 21 patients, and they are trying to become more efficient. They have seen
patients from 28 states, but the majority are from Fayette County. They would like to see more of these
facilities in the state of Kentucky. If someone comes in under the care of another provider, they can be
evaluated, and their services and medications can be reassessed and possibly changed. They collaborate
with the provider to modify their care plan and medication. Jasinski confirmed they treat pregnant women,
and they have equipment to assist with babies while moms are receiving treatment. No action was taken
on this item.

IV. THE HOPE CENTER EXPANSION PROJECT

Jeff Crook, CEO of Hope Center, reviewed the property expansion. They relocated the entrance to the
emergency shelter to provide better access for emergency vehicles. He detailed the building specifications
and the timeline for opening. He also discussed veterans' housing and supportive transitional housing. When
asked if any of the 32 beds are contracted, Crook stated that individuals must meet specific qualifications.
David Shadd, Chief Programs Officer, mentioned that they have a staff member who checks qualifications
for transitional housing. He noted the veterans' housing has not reached capacity, but veterans don't always
qualify based on their discharge status. Discussing the process for filling the remaining beds, Crook explained
that they refer anyone who comes in for services and consult with clients to determine if they are in the
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right place. They aim to ensure a smooth transition to a new environment by setting goals, connecting with
available resources, and providing necessary support and care. When asked about a contingency plan, Crook
indicated they have insurance. They manage approximately nine facilities, and if needed, they could utilize
one of these facilities for emergency housing. They have considered relocating individuals during power
outages to ensure they have access to heat. He also mentioned that the Board of Directors includes
generous members, and they have a foundation with significant funding. They have engaged with the
community to find alternative housing during the pandemic, which helped them develop scenarios to
illustrate their planning capabilities.

When asked how the residents are prepared to transition to permanent housing, Shadd stated that the staff
works with the men to get organized and ready, assisting with appointments, applications, and other
paperwork. Regarding outreach, they hope to add a second shift. They have two vehicles in use for outreach,
but can also bring in another vehicle, creating three teams. The outreach team initially consisted of 1.5
people but has since grown into a more robust group. They take referrals, visit camps, respond to calls, and
search for individuals in encampments to provide resources such as sober living and mental health services.
They are also working on housing with rental assistance checks, offering a wide range of services. They
respond to calls and emails to locate people. Concerning similar recovery program facilities for women, beds
have been allocated at the Versailles Road women's recovery program. There was concern about equal
representation so that women can access these resources and services. SAMHSA for Substance Use
Prevention, Treatment, and Recovery Block Grant, and the Community Mental Health Services Block Grant.
They plan to increase fundraising in the hope of avoiding service reductions due to the loss of federal
funding. No action was taken on this item.

I.  APPROVAL OF JUNE 3, 2025 COMMITTEE MEETING SUMMARY

Motion by Baxter to approve the June 3, 2025 Committee Summary. Seconded by Gray. Motion passed
without dissent.

Il.  RECRUITMENT, RETIREMENT, AND RETENTION FOR PUBLIC SAFETY

Scott Colvin, Chief of Division of Community Corrections, began by discussing pay considerations and steps
for corrections officers from 2020 to 2025, including a sign-on bonus and recruitment pay. He reviewed
initiatives for the Division of Community Corrections. Recruiting initiatives include social media and
traditional media efforts, public events, bus ads, 'Interview Now,' and 'Red Tag’ platforms designed to
streamline the hiring process. For retention, there is a focus on both physical and mental health, personnel
training/ development, and employee recognition initiatives. He reviewed staffing levels for the Division of
Community Corrections, including authorized strength, vacancies, and attrition. He closed with an overview
of the applicant statistics, which have steadily increased since 2021.

Lawrence Weathers, Chief of the Lexington Police Department, discussed pay considerations and steps for
the Lexington police officers, excluding those provided by collective bargaining agreements. Recruiting
initiatives include physical preparedness and expanding recruitment efforts (hiring individuals aged 20 years
and older). Overall, they see an increase in applications. The number of senior personnel leaving for other
jobs in similar fields has slowed. There is a focus on both physical and mental health, and technology is
utilized to provide opportunities for learning new skills. They also have staffing alternatives, allowing them
to rehire retirees, hire civilians to fill clerk positions, increase the number of safety officers to free up traffic
officers, and staff the Real-Time Intelligence Center (RTIC). He reviewed staffing levels for the Police
Department from 2020 to 2025, which includes authorized strength, vacancies, and attrition. He noted that
a new class is set to begin in November.

Jason Wells, Chief of the Lexington Fire Department, discussed pay considerations and steps for Lexington
firefighters, excluding those outlined in collective bargaining agreements. Recruiting initiatives include
increasing social media presence, enhancing software to manage the application process, and improving
communication and engagement with applicants. For retention, they focus on physical and mental health,
providing a wellness coordinator, physical fitness standards, and peer support. He reviewed applicant
numbers and staffing levels for the Fire Department, and he noted that these numbers fluctuate. He closed
by discussing the status of collective bargaining agreements.

When asked how wellness has been effective in reducing attrition, Wells said the Fire Department started
with physical wellness. Still, the Police Department and Division of Community Corrections began with
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mental health wellness. Weathers said they need another staff person to assist, but the officers appreciate
having someone to talk to. When asked about mental health first aid training, Wells said the peer support
team goes through international training. Weathers said the Lexington Police Department has a peer-
support team that receives training, but they are looking for additional training. Addressing efforts to recruit
more females and whether childcare options have been considered, Wells said this is something they have
discussed because female firefighters tend to leave when they start a family. They have a progressive
reproductive health program, but they have not reached a solution for childcare or a change in scheduling
to accommodate this. No action was taken on this item.

. COMMUNITY HEALTH IMPROVEMENT PLAN

Jeanette Hart, Quality Services Manager at the Lexington-Fayette County Health Department, discussed
integrating participants’ lived experiences from photovoice and co-design strategies to improve access to
behavioral health services. We are nationally facing a rise in behavioral health needs (depression, anxiety,
etc.). She reviewed barriers in local systems, which include stigma and cultural mistrust, limited
transportation options, and a shortage of providers, resulting in longer waiting times. Traditional models
often fall short and fail to capture real-world experience. Photovoice is a participatory research method that
empowers individuals to capture their lived experiences through photography, using images and narratives
to advocate for change. Goals for photovoice include empowerment, advocacy, and systems change.

Photovoice results are based on discussions and feedback received to identify the community's needs. Co-
design is a collaborative process where community members, stakeholders, and professionals work
together as equal partners to design solutions that meet actual local needs. It emphasizes shared power,
mutual respect, and the integration of lived experience to create more effective, inclusive, and sustainable
outcomes. There are six steps of co-design: observe and notice, frame, observe and notice (again), reframe,
imagine and design, and make and experiment. No action was taken on this item.

V. ITEMS REFERRED TO COMMITTEE

Chair Reynolds announced that a special meeting of the Social Services and Public Safety Committee will
be held on August 26 at 6:00 p.m. to receive public input on the Sober Living Ordinance. The public input
period will be limited to two hours.

The meeting adjourned at 4:24 p.m.

FOR THE PERIOD APRIL 16, 2024 THROUGH APRIL 15, 2025

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Fund Accounting -The tax collection duties of the Fayette County Sheriff (the “Sheriff”)
are limited to acting as an agent for assessed property owners and taxing districts. A fund
is used to account for the collection and distribution of taxes. A fund is a separate
accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts. Fund accounting is designed to
demonstrate legal compliance and to aid financial management by segregating
transactions related to certain government functions or activities.

Basis of Accounting - The financial statement has been prepared on a modified cash basis
of accounting. Basis of accounting refers to when charges, credits, and taxes paid are
reported in the Sheriff’s Statement. It relates to the timing of measurements regardless of
the measurement focus.

Charges are sources of revenue which are recognized in the tax period in which they
become available and measurable. Credits are reductions of revenue which are recognized
when there is proper authorization. Taxes paid are uses of revenue which are recognized
when distributions are made to the taxing districts and others.

Cash and Investments - At the direction of the Lexington-Fayette Urban County
Government Council, Kentucky Revised Statute (“KRS”) 66.480 authorizes the Sheriff's
office to invest in the following, including but not limited to, obligations of the United
States and of its agencies and instrumentalities, obligations and contracts for future
delivery or purchase of obligations backed by the full faith and credit of the United States,
obligations of any corporation of the United States government, bonds or certificates of
indebtedness of this state, and certificates of deposit issued by or other interest-bearing
accounts of any bank or savings and loan institution which are insured by the Federal
Deposit Insurance Corporation (“FDIC”) or which are collateralized, to the extent
uninsured, by any obligation permitted by KRS 41.240(4).

DEPOSITS

The Sheriff maintained deposits of public funds with depository institutions insured by the
FDIC as required by KRS 66.480(1)(d). According to KRS 41.240(4), the depository
institution should pledge or provide sufficient collateral which, together with FDIC
insurance, always equals or exceeds the amount of public funds on deposit. In order to be
valid against the FDIC in the event of failure or insolvency of the depository institution,
this pledge or provision of collateral should be evidenced by an agreement between the
Sheriff and the depository institution, signed by both parties, that is (a) in writing, (b)
approved by the board of directors of the depository institution or its loan committee,
which approval must be reflected in the minutes of the board or committee, and (c) an
official record of the depository institution.

DEPOSITS - Continued

Custodial Credit Risk Deposits - Custodial credit risk is the risk that in the event of a
depository institution failure, the Sheriff's deposits may not be returned. The Sheriff does
not have a deposit policy for custodial credit risk but rather follows the requirements of
KRS 41.240(4). As of April 15, 2025, all deposits were covered by FDIC insurance or a
properly executed collateral security agreement.

TAX COLLECTION PERIOD

The real and personal property tax assessments were levied as of January 1, 2024. Property
taxes were billed to finance governmental services for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2025.
All regular unpaid tax bills are considered delinquent as of January 1, 2025, and are subject
to a 5% penalty during the month of January. Beginning February 1, 2025, all unpaid tax
bills are subject to a 21% total penalty, which includes statutory penalties and applicable
sheriff fees. The collection period for these assessments runs from October 1, 2024,
through December 31, 2024, before being delinquent. In accordance with KRS 134.122,
the sheriff transferred all delinquent property tax bills to the county clerk as of the close
of business on April 15, 2025, or three months and fifteen days from the date the taxes
were due under an alternative collection schedule.

INTEREST INCOME

The Sheriff earned $12,232 in interest income on 2024 taxes. This amount was used to
pay account analysis and processing fees charged by the financial institutions utilized by
the Sheriff's office. The Sheriff paid $24,000 in bank fees.

SHERIFF’S TEN PERCENT ADD-ON FEE

The Sheriff collected $650,237 of 10% add-on fees allowed by KRS 134.119(7). This
amount was used to operate the Sheriff's office.

Subsequent events have been evaluated through July 30, 2025, which represents the date
the financial statement was available to be issued.

Why are you requesting?

Requesting approval of an increasing change order of $43,800.12 to the Stormwater Quality Projects
Incentive Grant with Rob Prop, LLC, Contract #087-2024.

Purpose of Request

In the fall of 2024, Rob Prop, LLLC was awarded a Stormwater Quality Incentive Grant to address
issues with a failing retaining wall and erosion and deterioration of an existing drainage swale at 2592
Palumbo Drive with pervious material. In early 2025, Rob Prop, LLC contacted the division because
of a rise in construction costs since the grant was awarded, putting the feasibility of the project in
question. The increase was due to:

¢ Rise in pricing and quantity of RCP storm sewer components
e Increased unit costs for permeable pavers and pavement installation
¢ Increase in cost associated with general conditions

Rob Prop, LLC, wishes to proceed with the project but cannot without additional funding. Rob Prop,
LLC is requesting their existing grant award be amended, allowing them to access change order
funding while not exceeding the maximum allowable grant award for Class B infrastructure type
grants.

2025.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Grantee is a documented fee-payer of the Government’s Water Quality
Management Fee; and

WHEREAS, the Grantee has proposed a need for the funds requested to develop and
implement a proposed project by submitting a valid grant application; and

WHEREAS, the Grantee’s grant application has been reviewed and selected for funding by
the Water Quality Fees Board in accordance with Sections 16-408 and 16-410 of the Government’s
Code of Ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the Government has funds available through the Stormwater Quality Projects
Incentive Grant Program to assist the qualified Grantee in the development and implementation of
projects that meet the goals of the program; and

WHEREAS, the Grantee desires to implement a specific project that meets one or more
Incentive Grant program goals to improve water quality, reduce stormwater runoff, and provide
public or private education related to stormwater quality; and

WHEREAS, any such improvements funded by the Government shall benefit the public

through installed improvements and/or educational programming;

THAT FOR AND IN CONSIDERATION OF THE MUTUAL PROMISES AND
COVENANTS HEREIN EXPRESSED, GOVERNMENT AND GRANTEE AGREE AS
FOLLOWS:

(1) The Government hereby grants the Grantee the sum of $173,103.56 (hereinafter "the
Grant"), for use in implementing the project elements as listed in Attachment A which is
incorporated herein by reference as if fully set out herein. The Grantee agrees to cost
share the Grant with contributions, labor, and/or other services equal to or greater than
20% of the total project cost.

(2) The Grantee agrees to use the Grant only for the activities set forth in Attachment A
which includes installation of stormwater control infrastructure at the following site loca-
tion(s): 2592 PALUMBO DRIVE, LEXINGTON, KENTUCKY 40509 currently
owned by the Property Owner.

(3) The Grantee agrees to meet all design standards specified in the Government’s Engineer-
ing Manuals or as further described in Attachment A in the design of all Grant-funded
improvements. This includes all associated activities including but not limited to erosion
and sediment control, traffic control, utility relocations, seeding, etc. The Grantee further

agrees to design the facilities in such a way as not to preclude the potential for future water
quality / quantity monitoring by LFUCG.

The Grantee agrees to comply with all applicable local, state, and federal rules, regulations,
ordinances, and laws in implementation of the project.

The Grantee agrees to obtain all necessary local, state, and federal permits, encroachments,
permissions, approvals, etc. in a timely manner and prior to start of construction.

The Grantee agrees to perform periodic reporting as detailed in Paragraph (7) herein be-
low, and produce a Project Final Report within thirty (30) calendar days of the completion
of the project elements in digital and hard copy following a standardized format to be pro-
vided by the Government summarizing all work completed and detailing the total grant
expenditures. Other deliverables include the following:

(a) At the end of the Feasibility Phase (if applicable), the following five deliverables,
sealed by a professional licensed to perform such work in accordance with Kentucky
Revised Statutes (KRS), shall be provided:

o Feasibility report evaluating the use of the potential BMP(s) on the proposed
site;

Conceptual design concept;

Detailed cost estimate for design;

Conceptual cost estimate for construction;

Letter certifying all BMPs proposed for design as viable and feasible for the

specific site and application.

(b) At the end of the Design Phase or prior to the start of the Construction Phase, the fol-
lowing six deliverables, sealed by a professional licensed to perform such work in ac-
cordance with Kentucky Revised Statutes (KRS), shall be provided:

e Set of all final design calculations;
e Set of final construction plans, including traffic control, erosion and sediment con-
trol, grading plans, etc.;

Set of final specifications and bidding documents (if applicable);

Final detailed engineer’s construction cost estimate including quantities;

All required permit submittals and approvals;

Inspection, Operation, and Maintenance Plan laying out the plan for regular inspec-

tion and maintenance of each proposed facility for design performance and safety

in accordance with manufacturer’s specifications and the Government’s Storm-
water Manual.

(c) At the end of the Construction Phase, the following five deliverables shall be provided:

e Summary of final construction costs and quantities;

e Copies of all federal, state, and local permits obtained for the project;

e Record Drawing showing all field changes, and signed and sealed by the profes-
sional of record certifying the project as shown meets all original design intent;

e Photo documentation of site conditions and improvements before, during, and after
construction;

e Signed Agreement to Maintain Stormwater Control Facilities Funded by an
LFUCG Class B Infrastructure Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive Grant.

The Grant to the Grantee shall be disbursed in the following manner:

(a) The Grantee shall submit at least once every three (3) months, if not specified other-
wise in Attachment A, a Request for Funds to the Government's Grant Manager desig-
nated by the Director of the Division of Water Quality for the project. Each Request
for Funds shall include documentation that the Grantee has already expended the re-
quested funds or shall be in a position to expend properly the requested funds within
thirty (30) days of receipt of the funds. The Request for Funds shall include full ac-
counting of these eligible grant-related expenses, as listed in Attachment A. Copies of
invoices, purchase orders, or receipts showing vendor, date, amount, and items pur-
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chased or ordered shall be provided with the Request for Funds. For project specific
personnel costs and stipends, documentation of all billed hours shall include copies of
employee timesheets, hourly payroll rate, and description of work performed for hours
billed. Each Request for Funds shall include a minimum of 10% cost share.

(b) Each Request for Funds shall be accompanied by a Project Status Report describing
the progress of the project to date, including a description and schedule of all activities
completed, and hardcopy or electronic copies of materials (e.g., calculations, prelimi-
nary plans, etc.) completed to date. For educational events (if applicable), copies of the
class rosters or sign-in sheets documenting the number of attendees shall be provided.

(c) The Government’s Grant Manager shall review each Request for Funds and supporting
documents for compliance with the terms of this Agreement and the guidelines of the
Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive Grant Program. If the Grant Manager finds the
Grantee's Request for Funds is in compliance with the terms of this Agreement and the
guidelines of the Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive Grant Program and that the ac-
tivity progress and management program of the Grantee satisfy the terms of the grant
award, he or she shall approve the Request for Funds within 15 calendar days of re-
ceipt and then forward it to the Division of Accounting for payment.

(d) The Government shall release payment of the final 10% of the Grant only after receipt
and acceptance of the Project Final Report. The Government’s Grant Manager shall
review the Project Final Report and provide comments to the Grantee or, if acceptable,
forward approval within 15 calendar days of receipt to the Division of Accounting for
payment.

(e) Should the Government’s Incentive Grant Program Administrator determine that the
Grantee is not in compliance with the terms of this Agreement and/or the Stormwater
Quality Projects Incentive Grant Program, including deficiencies in progress and man-
agement of the project, the Division of Water Quality shall notify the Grantee, the
Mayor’s Office, and the appropriate district Council person, and shall meet with the
Grantee on matters that prevent approval of the Request for Funds. Failure to resolve
any such matters to the satisfaction of the Government may lead to termination of the
Agreement for cause pursuant to Paragraph (21) herein below.

The Grantee agrees to obtain written approval from the Government’s Grant Manager and
Program Administrator for any proposed changes to the Project Team or Project Plan as
listed in Attachment A prior to implementing the changes. Failure to gain written approval
prior to making changes may lead to termination of the Agreement for cause pursuant to
Paragraph (21) herein below.

The Grantee agrees to complete the project phase(s) (i.e., Design and/or Construction) out-
lined herein within 24 months from the date of this Agreement. The Grantee shall obtain
written approval from the Government’s Grant Manager and Program Administrator for
any time extensions beyond the schedule. Failure to obtain written approval prior to mak-
ing changes may lead to termination of the Agreement for cause pursuant to Paragraph
(21) herein below.

This Agreement may not be modified except by written agreement of the Government and
the Grantee.

The Grantee understands that the Grant amount shown herein in Paragraph (1) is a not-to-
exceed amount, and any additional funding needed to complete the project elements listed
in Attachment A is the responsibility of the Grantee. If it becomes apparent to the Grantee
or the Government that the Grantee will be unable to complete the project either in the
manner or for the amount described in this Agreement, then the Grantee must immediately
notify the Government’s Grant Manager and Program Administrator by providing a com-
plete and detailed written explanation of its inability to comply with the terms of the
Agreement. The Grantee must further provide the Government’s Grant Manager and Pro-
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gram Administrator with a complete and detailed written explanation of any proposed
changes, and the reasons for those changes.

The Grantee asserts that it is in full compliance with all applicable provisions of the Lex-
ington-Fayette Urban County Government’s Code of Ordinances Chapter 5 — Buildings
and Building Regulations, Chapter 7 — Finance and Taxation, Chapter 12 — Housing, and
Chapter 16 — Sewage, Garbage, Refuse, and Weeds, or in compliance with Kentucky De-
partment of Housing Buildings and Construction rules and requirements as is appropriate
for those state institutions, parcels, or buildings which are subject to state regulations and
oversight as opposed to local ordinances and regulations. If the Grantee becomes out of
compliance with any of these provisions, it will notify the Government’s Grant Manager
and Program Administrator immediately. Failure to notify the Government and resolve
any such matters to the satisfaction of the Government may lead to termination of the
Agreement for cause pursuant to Paragraph (21) herein below.

The Grantee agrees to allow the Government access to its property to perform monitoring
of the project elements for compliance with this Agreement, as provided in the “Agree-
ment to Maintain Stormwater Control Facilities Funded by an LFUCG Class B Infrastruc-
ture Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive Grant” (Attachment B).

In any advertisement of the project funded by the Grant, whether written or oral communi-
cations, the Grantee agrees to identify the Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government
as the source of the above referenced funds; the Grantee shall not specifically identify any
individual or elected official as being responsible for the funds donated by the Govern-
ment.

The Grantee agrees to allow the Government to publicize the Grantee’s project through the
Government’s website and other media.

The Grantee agrees to reference the Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government’s Water
Quality Management Fee and the Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive Grant Program as
a source of funding for the project on any permanent signage or educational brochures,
presentations, websites, etc. produced using grant monies.

The Grantee agrees that the Government is authorized to erect and maintain permanent
signage at the location of any permanent capital infrastructure, referencing the Water Qual-
ity Management Fee and the Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive Grant Program as a
source of funding for such permanent capital infrastructure. In the event that permanent
signage is installed by the Government, such signage shall not be removed except upon
written approval by the Government. Provided, however, that nothing herein shall require
the installation of signage by the Government nor prohibit the Government from removing
any signage so installed.

The Grantee and Property Owner agree that all stormwater control facilities, including
equipment and infrastructure, constructed and funded by a Construction Grant through the
Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive Grant Program shall remain in service and main-
tained by the Grantee or its representatives following the Inspection, Operation, and
Maintenance Plan developed for each facility referenced in (6b) above. The Property
Owner further accepts and agrees to enter into the “Agreement to Maintain Stormwater
Control Facilities Funded by an LFUCG Class B Infrastructure Stormwater Quality Pro-
Jects Incentive Grant” attached hereto as Attachment B and which is incorporated herein
by reference as if fully set out herein.

The Grantee and Property Owner agree that all stormwater control facilities, including
equipment and infrastructure, constructed and funded by this Grant shall remain the prop-
erty of the current Property Owner, or his successors and assigns, unless otherwise speci-
fied in Attachments A and B.

The Grantee and Property Owner understand that if any of the Grant-funded facilities not
owned by the Government are removed from service, the property owner of record at the

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time of removal shall be liable to reimburse the Government for 100% of the Remaining
Value of the facility or portion removed, based upon the depreciation schedule provided in
Attachment B.

If, through any cause, the Grantee or Property Owner shall fail to fulfill in timely and
proper manner its obligations under this Agreement, or if the Grantee or Property Own-
er shall violate any of the covenants, agreements, or stipulations of this Agreement, the
Government shall provide the Grantee or Property Owner thirty (30) calendar days to
address the deficiency or violation. If the Grantee or Property Owner does not, after
the thirty (30) days, come into compliance with this Agreement, the Government shall
thereupon have the right to terminate this Agreement by giving written notice to the
Grantee of such termination and specifying the effective date thereof, at least five (5)
calendar days before the effective date of such termination. In that event, all finished
or unfinished documents, receipts, and reports prepared by the Grantee shall, at the op-
tion of the Government, become its property and the Grantee shall immediately repay
to the Government all monies received pursuant to this Agreement less any amount rep-
resenting just and equitable compensation for the Government’s share of any satisfacto-
ry work completed pursuant to the Agreement; provided, however, that for any project
involving the construction of capital infrastructure, other than feasibility only projects,
the Government’s share of any satisfactory work completed shall not include feasibility
or design costs.

The Grantee shall provide equal opportunity in employment as required by applicable fed-
eral, state, and local laws, regulations, and ordinances.

The Grantee is solely responsible for assuring that adequate and appropriate insurance or
other necessary coverage is maintained during the term of this Agreement.

The Grantee’s sole remedy for a breach of this Agreement by the Government shall be lim-
ited to the amount of the Grant.

(25) The Government assumes no responsibility whatsoever in the Grantee's project activi-

ties. Grantee and Property Owner shall, to the extent allowed by law, defend, indemni-
fy, and hold harmless Government from and against all liability, claims, losses, actions,
costs, expenses, obligations, fines, and assessments of whatever kind, including defense
costs and attorney’s fees that are in any way incidental to or connected with, or that
arise or are alleged to have arisen, directly or indirectly, in whole or in part, from or by
Grantee’s or Property Owner’s or its contractor(s), agents, or assigns, negligent acts or
misconduct, or errors or omissions, in connection with the activities carried out pursu-
ant to this Agreement, the Grant award, or the Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive
Grant Program.

All improvements shall be located on the property at 2592 Palumbo Drive, Lexington, Kentucky
40509, PVA #23035919 owned by Rob Prop LLC, c/o The Gibson Company. No other property or
right-of-way shall be disturbed without the written permission from the property owners.

The purpose of the project is to improve parking facilities and vehicular circulation; effectively manage
stormwater runoff from parking lot and roof surfaces; mitigate erosion and deterioration of the current
drainage area; and improve runoff quality.

1) STORMWATER CONTROL FACILITIES DESIGN:

No grant-funded activities shall occur until the LFUCG Grant Manager gives Notice to
Proceed, in writing, for the start of the design phase of the project.

Design tasks will include meetings, survey, engineering design, permit submittals to the
applicable local, state, and federal agencies, bidding, and construction.

Design shall also account for the following stipulations:

o  Submittals for stream permits (401 / 404) shall be completed as early as possible in the design
process to inform the Design Engineer of alternatives that can be permitted without triggering
state or federal mitigation requirements (if required).

e The Design Engineer shall meet with the LFUCG Grant Manager for at least three meetings
during the design phase:

i) Prior to the start of design
ii) At the completion of approximately 50% design
iii) At the 95% completion of the design documents

The Design Engineer shall provide a copy of the preliminary plans, calculations, and
specifications (if available) representing 50% and 95% completion. These submittals shall be
used to assist LFUCG staff in understanding the project components and allow for feedback
to ensure the Government’s funds shall be utilized for sustainable and effective infrastructure.

e All existing utilities shall be located and shown on the design plans.

e All existing easements, adjacent property lines, and rights-of-way shall be shown on the
design plans. If any work is proposed to occur within any easement (i..e., utility, etc.), whether
public or private, the Organization shall obtain all necessary encroachment agreements from
the authorized agencies prior to the start of construction.

e Any work proposed within or on public right-of-way, easement, or LFUCG-owned property
will require one or more permits or approvals.

Erosion and sediment control and traffic control measures shall be designed to meet all
standards and follow guidelines in the LFUCG Engineering Manuals, and shall be shown on
the design plans with appropriate notes.

2) STORMWATER CONTROL FACILITIES CONSTRUCTION:

Facilities shall be constructed per the design plans and specifications. Construction of the
proposed facilities shall also meet the following stipulations:

No construction shall occur until written approval from all affected property owners is
provided to the LFUCG Grant Manager.

Construction shall not begin until all permits, approvals, agreements, etc. are obtained and
copies provided to the LFUCG Grant Manager.

All existing utilities shall be contacted, located, and coordinated with prior to any work being
performed.

The Erosion and Sediment Control Plan shall be provided to LFUCG for review and
comment. The LFUCG Land Disturbance Permit shall be obtained by the contractor after
placement of the ESC and traffic control measures.

Failure to place acceptable erosion and sediment control measures into service prior to start
of construction will result in shut-down of the job site until the measures are put in place.
Construction practices shall be put in place to prevent the illicit discharge of sediment, dirt,
sand, fluids, trash, and any other pollutant into the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System
or Waters of the Commonwealth.

The Organization shall host a pre-construction meeting with all parties. The LFUCG Grant

The Organization shall document construction by taking before, during, and after
photographs.

Once construction is complete, a final punch-list inspection shall be performed. The LFUCG

resolved, and the LFUCG Grant Manager shall be invited to this inspection and given three
(3) business days notice.

The Organization agrees to enter into the Agreement to Maintain Stormwater Control
Facilities Funded by an LFUCG Class A Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive Grant
included as Attachment B of the Grant Award Agreement within twenty-one (21) calendar
days of the final (post punch-list) inspection. This Agreement may be recorded by LFUCG
at the Fayette County Clerk’s office.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

1. Prior to construction, the Organization shall provide the LFUCG Grant Manager three (3) hard
copies and one (1) digital copy each of the following deliverables, each sealed by a professional
licensed to perform such work in accordance with Kentucky Revised Statutes (KRS):

» Set of all final design calculations

> Set of final construction plans, including erosion and sediment control plans, grading plans,
etc. (including one “half-size” set)

» Set of final specifications and bidding documents (if applicable)

> Final detailed engineer’s construction cost estimate including quantities, and/or bid(s)

» All local, state, or federal permits, approvals, public or private encroachment agreements,
etc. received to date for the project
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> Inspection, Operation, and Maintenance (IOM) Plan laying out the plan for regular
inspection and maintenance of each proposed facility for design performance and safety in
accordance with manufacturer’s specifications and LFUCG’s Stormwater Manual

» Existing condition photographs

. The Organization shall allow LFUCG twenty-one (21) calendar days to review the submittals and
provide comments. If revised submittals are required, the Organization shall allow LFUCG ten
(10) calendar days for review per submittal. LFUCG may choose to have a third party engineering
consultant assist LFUCG in review of these submittals.

. If the project is competitively bid, the selected contractor’s unit price contract / bid list shall be
provided to the LFUCG Grant Manager prior to the start of construction.

. If the project is not competitively bid, the selected contractor’s unit price contract shall be
provided to the LFUCG Grant Manager prior to the start of construction, along with a justification
for any deviations from the engineer’s construction cost estimate.

The construction phase shall begin only after the LFUCG Grant Manager gives Notice
to Proceed, in writing, for the start of the construction phase of the project.

. If, during construction, the contractor requests a deviation or addition to the quantities or costs in
the construction contract, the LFUCG Grant Manager shall be notified within two (2) business
days. Additions or modifications to the project that are not directly related to the intended and
correct function of the stormwater control project elements as described in the Project Elements
listed above and in the original incentive grant application are not eligible for Grant
reimbursement. Therefore, the Organization is advised that it should coordinate closely with the
LFUCG Grant Manager during construction to ensure the work being performed is in compliance
with this Agreement. Note that per the Grant Award Agreement all overruns that result in
the project costs exceeding the Grant amount are the responsibility of the Organization.

PERMANENT FACILITIES / INFRASTRUCTURE

Ownership: The proposed facilities are expected to reside on private property in Fayette County and
be owned by the Property Owner.

Future Inspection and Maintenance: The Organization (and/or Property Owner) agrees to sign and
abide by the terms of the Maintenance Agreement for Stormwater Control Facilities Funded by an
LFUCG Class B Infrastructure Stormwater Quality Projects Incentive Grant included as Attachment
B to the Grant Award Agreement. The property owner is solely responsible for future maintenance
of the grant-funded improvements as long as the improvements are in service.
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Monitoring by LFUCG: The Organization agrees to allow LFUCG staff future access to any
property on which work is performed to monitor the installed features for compliance with this
Agreement during the grant period. After the grant period has ended, the Organization (and/or
Property Owner) agrees to allow LFUCG access for monitoring per the terms of the Maintenance
Agreement. Water quality sampling via grab samples or other methods may be employed by
LFUCG staff as part of its Kentucky Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (KPDES) MS4 Phase
1 Permit.

EQUIPMENT
Any equipment purchased with the Grant shall remain the property of the Organization.

ADDITIONAL GRANT STIPULATIONS

Note the following additional stipulations related to this project:

1. Applicant shall obtain written approval/agreement prior to work being done on properties not
owned by the Applicant.

2. Applicant shall verify the need and ensure all permits are received (e.g., local, FEMA, Army
Corp, DOW, etc.) prior to any work.

3. Tree plantings shall be coordinated with existing utilities prior to plantings, and if possible,
trees shall not be planted within 10' of an existing utility.

4. Encroachment agreements shall be obtained when working within any private utility areas.

5. An Inspection, Operations, and Maintenance (IOM) Plan shall be provided at the conclusion of
the project. IOM Plan shall preclude storage of certain materials on the permeable pavement.

6. Permeable pavement shall not be installed within 10' on either side of an existing sanitary sewer
and measures taken to prevent infiltrating water from entering into the sanitary sewer stone trench.

7. If underground detention is provided, property owner will be required to conform to LFUCG
Code of Ordinances Chapter 16, Article X, Division 2.

8. Tree removal and planting activities shall be reviewed and approved by the Division of
Environmental Services Urban Forester and/or Arborist prior to any tree removal or planting
activities.

9. Because of modifications to the parking areas, the applicant will need to work with the
LFUCG Division of Planning to verify the regulatory requirements.

10. Since the 36" line will be part of the public drainage system, applicant is required to conform
to standards referenced in the LFUCG Stormwater Manual.

11. If through the design process applicant elects to use any kind of enclosure to extend the 36" it
would be the responsibility of the Consultant/ Applicant to update the plat and get the easement
created.

12. Both electronic and hard copies of all materials are to be provided to LFUCG, for its use, as part
of the grant deliverables.

13.  Organization proposes a larger cost share beyond that required by the grant program. Budget shall
reflect the 20.08% cost share offered in the application (approximately $43.486.04).

GRANT PERIOD & PROJECT SCHEDULE

The grant period starts on the date of execution by the Mayor and extends for the time period as listed
in the Grant Award Agreement. Any time extensions must be approved in writing by the LFUCG
Grant Manager. The project schedule shown in Table 1 is preliminary. Proposed changes to the
project which alter this schedule significantly shall be discussed with the LFUCG Grant Manager
prior to implementation.

Construction cost items given in Table 2 are conceptual and the construction estimate will be
revised and submitted to the LFUCG Grant Manager for review prior to construction and again
once bids are received. The Grant is a not-to-exceed amount, and any cost overruns are the
responsibility of the Grantee. Note that the Grant shall not be used to fund any project element
that is required by local, state, or federal regulation in relation to any new development or
redevelopment associated with the stormwater quality improvement project as described herein.

THIS PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT (“Agreement”), is made and entered

(hercinafter referred to as “Contractor”)

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the Sponsor is a program established by the Government to enhance safety
and quality of life in neighborhoods experiencing violent crime;

WHEREAS, the Sponsor seeks to enhance the quality of life in the neighborhoods
impacted by violent crime by enhancing these neighborhoods’ crisis response;

WHEREAS, the Government, through its Sponsor, has prepared a strategic plan to
enhance neighborhoods’ crisis response, called the Crisis Response Model (“Model”);

WHEREAS, the Government seeks help implementing this Model throughout
neighborhoods in Lexington that would most benefit from an enhanced crisis response;

WHEREAS, the Contractor has been selected as an independent contractor to aide in
implementing this Model by performing street outreach and mentoring services for youth within
these neighborhoods affected by violent crime;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and mutually agreed upon
promises, conditions and covenants hereinafter set forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

SECTION 1
OBLIGATIONS OF CONTRACTOR

1. Contractor agrees that its responsibilities under this Agreement shall include the following
activities:

Contractor agrees it shall not distribute any materials bearing the Government’s Logo or that
of its Sponsor without prior authorization from Government.
SECTION II
OBLIGATIONS OF GOVERNMENT
. On amutually agreeable date(s) after the effective date of this Agreement, Government agrees
to pay Contractor a biweekly stipend of $500.00. The total amount paid to Contractor shall not

exceed $10,000.00 during the initial “Term” of this Agreement as defined in Section I1I below.

Government agrees to provide training to the Contractor on how to implement its Model.

. The Contractor acknowledges that he/she is an independent contractor under this Agreement
and not any employee of the Government for any purpose. In no event shall the parties be
construed, held or become in any way for any purpose the employee of the other party, or
partners, associates or joint ventures in the conduct of their respective endeavors or otherwise.

The Contractor is solely responsible for his or her conduct and actions while performing
services under this Agreement and understands that the Government will not indemnify,
defend, or hold him or harmless from liability should a claim or action be brought against the
Government or Sponsor.
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6. The waiver by either party of any breach of any provision of this Agreement shall not constitute
a continuing waiver or waiver of any subsequent breach by either party of cither the same or
another provision.

7. This Agreement represents the entire and integrated agreement between the Government and
the Contractor and supersedes all prior negotiations or agreements, either written or oral. This
Agreement may be amended only by written instrument signed by both the Contractor and the
Government.

8. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

9. Venue for any action or proceeding arising under this Agreement shall be in a court of
competent jurisdiction in Fayette County, Kentucky.

INTRODUCTION:

This Agreement is between the University of Kentucky for the use and benefit of its
College of Health Sciences, College of Nursing, and College of Pharmacy, hereinafter
known as "University," and Lexington Fayette Urban County Government - Lexington
Senior Center as “AFFILIATE”, located at 195 Life Lane, Lexington, Kentucky 40502,
regarding an affiliation for cooperative pursuit of their respective goals entered into this
1st day of August, 2025.

PURPOSE:

Both parties recognize that they share the mutual goals of high-quality patient care,
excellence in health professions education and continuing education for health care
professionals, as well as development of better systems of health care delivery and
community service.

OBJECTIVES:

Both parties recognize that their responsibilities and abilities vary in each of the above
areas. They agree to cooperate in those areas where such mutual cooperation will aid in the
accomplishment of these goals. This Agreement provides a means for improved
communication between the respective institutions and for better coordination of the efforts
of the institutions in accomplishing mutual objectives.

HEALTH PROFESSIONS EDUCATION:

A. AFFILIATE agrees to accept students of UNIVERSITY in various specialties and in
numbers as mutually agreed upon by AFFILIATE’s administrator and UNIVERSITY.

B. AFFILIATE agrees to utilization of its facilities and patients and to provision of staff
supervision for health professions education as agreed herein.

C. Specific guidelines covering health professions education will be developed by and
between AFFILIATE and UNIVERSITY.

D. Student rotations may be terminated by either party for just cause. To assist
UNIVERSITY in its due process obligations to a student removed from the program
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by AFFILIATE, AFFILIATE agrees to provide a written statement of the reason(s) for
the termination.

E. All students are responsible for their own injuries or illnesses. AFFILIATE will make

available to students’ emergency treatment at each student's expense.

CONTINUING EDUCATION:

A.

AFFILIATE will work cooperatively with UNIVERSITY to develop and
implement continuing education courses sponsored by UNIVERSITY and will
encourage local, regional, and state health professionals to attend.

The UK HealthCare Continuing Education Office agrees to work collaboratively
with AFFILIATE regarding content of continuing education courses and the
scheduling of selected courses.

Programs mutually developed by the UK HealthCare of Continuing Education
Office and AFFILIATE may involve costs to AFFILIATE and/or participants. The
costs and registration fees established for such programs will be mutually agreed
upon by both parties.

RISK MANAFEMENT:

A.

The AFFILIATE’S Administrator and UNIVERSITY’S Office of Risk
Management will inform each other of any lawsuit which is threatened, or any
patient care event which causes or contributes to injury or death, and could result
in a lawsuit, if a UNIVERSITY student, resident, or faculty member is involved
with said patient's care.

EQUAL OPPORTUNITY:

The University of Kentucky complies with the federal and state constitutions, and
all applicable federal and state laws, regarding nondiscrimination. The University
provides equal opportunities for qualified persons in all aspects of University
operations, and does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin,
ethnic origin, religion, creed, age, physical or mental disability, veteran status,
uniformed service, political belief, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, gender
expression, pregnancy, marital status, genetic information, social or economic
status, or whether the person is a smoker or nonsmoker, as long as the person
complies with University policy concerning smoking.

VIII. LIABILITY:

A.

The University of Kentucky is an agency and instrumentality of the Commonwealth
of Kentucky, is vested with sovereign immunity and is subject to the jurisdiction of
the Kentucky Claims Commission and the statutory provisions of KRS 49.030 seq

for the recovery of tort claims made against the University of Kentucky, its agents,
officers or employees. The University of Kentucky is self- insured pursuant to the
provisions of KRS 164.939 et seq which provides for the paying of claims or
judgments resulting from any tort or breach of duty based on health care services
rendered or which should have been rendered by the University of Kentucky or its
agents. Agents of the University of Kentucky include members of the Board of
Trustees, faculty, staff, nurses, volunteer workers, employees, students, physicians
and dentists providing care within the scope of their duties or courses of study. In
addition, the University of Kentucky maintains professional, commercial excess
general and medical malpractice liability insurance for itself, its agents, officers,
employees and students.

B. AFFILIATE shall maintain professional liability insurance for itself, agents,
officers and employees in amounts not less than One Million Dollars
($1,000,000.00) per claim and Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000.00) aggregate per
policy year, or such other minimum amounts as may be required from time to time
by the UNIVERSITY, upon mutual agreement of AFFILIATE. Such insurance
coverage may be maintained through a self-insurance trust. Such insurance shall
not be cancelled, modified or permitted to lapse without thirty (30) days prior
written notice to UNIVERSITY. AFFILIATE shall promptly, following request by
UNIVERSITY from time to time, provide evidence of such insurance acceptable
to UNIVERSITY.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS:

The UNIVERSITY requires students and residents to be in compliance with all
current University of Kentucky immunization and tuberculin testing policies. Proof
of inoculations will be provided upon request to AFFILIATE or its facilities.

CORPORATE COMPLIANCE:

AFFILIATE affirms that it is not excluded from participation, and is not otherwise
ineligible to participate in a “Federal health care program” as defined in 42 U.S.C. section
1320a-7b(f) or in any other state or federal government payment program. In the event that
AFFILIATE is excluded from participation, or becomes otherwise ineligible to participate
in any such program, during the term of this agreement, AFFILIATE will notify the Office
of Corporate Compliance, 2333 Alumni Park Plaza, Suite 330, Lexington, Kentucky 40517
in writing, by certified mail within 48 hours after said event, and upon the occurrence of
any such event, whether or not appropriate notice is given, UNIVERSITY shall
immediately terminate this Agreement upon written notice.

Additionally, AFFILIATE affirms that it is aware that UNIVERSITY operates in
accordance with a corporate compliance program, employs a Corporate Compliance
Officer and operates a 24 hour, seven days a week compliance Comply-Line. AFFILIATE
has been informed that a copy of the UNIVERSITY compliance plan is on file in the
Purchasing Office or can be viewed online at

AFFILIATE recognizes that it is under an affirmative obligation under the plan to
immediately report to UNIVERSITY’S Corporate Compliance Officer through the
comply-line 1-877-898-6072, in writing or directly (859) 323-8002 any actions by a
UNIVERSITY agent or employee which AFFILIATE believes, in good faith, violates an
ethical, professional or legal standard. It is understood that should AFFILIATE be found
to have violated this obligation or any other applicable provision of the UNIVERSITY
compliance plan, UNIVERSITY may, at its sole discretion, terminate this Agreement upon
written notice.

Nothing in this Agreement contemplates or requires that any party act in violation of
federal or state law.

TERM OF THE AGREEMENT:

A. This Agreement shall be effective from the date first written above and shall be
reviewed annually by UNIVERSITY’S Vice President for Clinical Academic
Affairs or designated reviewer, and AFFILIATE’S designated reviewer. The
duration of the agreement shall be continuous.

B. This agreement is subject to mutually agreed upon modifications. Any
modifications shall be in writing and added as attachments to this agreement.

C. This agreement may be terminated by either party provided written notice is sent to
the other party at least ninety (90) days prior to the proposed date of termination.

NO AGREEMENT TO REFER:

Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, the parties agree that neither
party nor any other person has agreed to make any referral (and neither party nor any other
person shall hereafter have any obligation to make any referral). Nor will either party or
any other person receive or be entitled to receive any compensation from the other for any
referral and the services provided shall at no time be subject to any unlawful agreement,
whatsoever arising, express or implied, with respect to the referral of any patient or patients
to any person or entity for the provision of health care services.

FERPA:

AFFILIATE shall maintain and protect the confidentiality of student education records as
required by the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA). Student information
that is submitted by the UNIVERSITY and those records generated by AFFILIATE
regarding students is confidential and shall be used only for the purposes stated in this
Agreement. AFFILIATE agrees not to share or disclose this data with any third-party
outside of the purposes stated in this Agreement, unless required to do so by law or other
agency regulations. AFFILIATE shall notify the UNIVERSITY in writing immediately
upon learning of any such required release of records and also upon learning of any such
unauthorized release of the records or the information contained therein. Failure to comply
with the requirement to protect the students’ education records will result in the
cancellation of the Agreement and eligibility to receive any student information from the
UNIVERSITY for a period of no less than five (5) years.
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AFFILIATE agrees to destroy the student information with permission of the
UNIVERSITY in a manner that completely protects the confidentiality of the student
information or return the information to the UNIVERSITY upon the expiration of this
Agreement.

Any electronically transmitted signature or photocopy of a signature to this Agreement shall be
deemed an original signature to this Agreement and shall have the same force and effect as an
original signature. For purposes of this Section, an "electronically transmitted signature" means a
manually-signed original signature that is sent via the internet as a "pdf" (portable document
format) attached to an e-mail message.

A. Nothing contained in this Agreement confers on either party the right to use the
other party’s name or likeness without prior written permission, or constitutes an
endorsement of any commercial product or services by either party.

B. The invalidity or unenforceability of any provision of this Agreement will not affect
the validity or enforceability of any other provision.

C. No party may assign or subcontract any portion of this Agreement without the prior
written consent of the other party; provided, however, that the AFFILIATE expressly
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acknowledges that any assignment by the UNIVERSITY to an entity controlled by,
controlling, or under common ownership with the UNIVERSITY or arising out of any
merger, reorganization or consolidation of the UNIVERSITY shall not require the consent
of the AFFILIATE.
D. The individuals executing this Agreement on behalf of the UNIVERSITY and the
AFFILIATE hereby represent and warrant that the execution, delivery and performance
of this Agreement has been approved by all requisite corporate action and such
individuals have been duly authorized to execute and deliver this Agreement.

The time for service rendered is directly proportional to the existence and quality of the service
communication line installed on-site. Forensic Technology can only provide timely and diligent service

will not be able to deliver services effectively.

Forensic Technology is not responsible for non-functional communication lines due to any reason other than
a system-related problem.

8. Duties, Taxes and Fees

Any and all taxes, duties, levies, contributions, dues, value added tax (VAT), fees, charges, or assessments

The intrinsic value
of SafeGuard is its time-resilient protection of the Customer’s investment that, in turn, results in the benefits
provided by an effective and sustainable crime-fighting solution.

Forensic Technology strives to achieve excellence in delivering Customer Service. Our mission is to provide
Customers with first class services that exceed industry standards for quality, security, and Customer
satisfaction. To reach this goal, Forensic Technology has become ISO certified, models its support services
on Information Technology Infrastructure Library (ITIL) best practices and utilizes customer care activities to
allow direct access to the Forensic Technology Support Management Team. Additionally, Forensic
Technology sends a Customer Satisfaction survey to users that have contacted the Support Center. This
survey is an important tool for assessment of a Customer’s experience and helps to establish priorities in
Forensic Technology’s continuous improvement process.

2. Technical Support

Forensic Technology provides technical support to diagnose and resolve problems. Each call or email
generates an incident record with a unique number to track all support requests and activities

These support tasks are performed using communication channels provided by both Forensic Technology
and the Customer in the following sequence:
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1. Telephone and emails: These communication channels work for simple incidents where Forensic
Technology can guide the user through the solution that does not require a Support Specialist to connect
to the site.

2. Remote support: This method is used in the vast majority of cases to ensure a quick incident resolution
by using a connection to the Customer site using the Customer provided support communication lines.

The time for service rendered is directly proportional to the existence and quality of the support

For each incident, Forensic Technology will provide the Customer with the estimated time required to resolve
the incident and keep the Customer apprised of the progress. Whenever possible, a temporary solution will
be provided. Forensic Technology is committed to sending replacement parts and/or dispatching a Field
Technician in a timely manner.

1.1  Assistance with Custom Report Templates

IBIS includes a set of standard report templates. It also includes the functionality for users to generate their
own customized report templates based on a variety of parameters. Should users require guidance beyond
their basic training our support specialists will provide expert technical assistance over the phone to help
create customized report templates.

1. Proactive Warning Service (PWS)
With the objective of maximizing system availability, Forensic Technology provides a PWS to its Customers
by monitoring in real-time critical system properties and collecting configuration data from IBIS components.
These services enable the system to provide our support personnel with information on the following system
properties and functions:

o Percentage of free disk space

o Uptime
e Database uptime
e Backup success

When one or more of the above items deviates from the normal specification, the PWS will automatically
send a message to Forensic Technology’s Global Customer Solutions (GCS) team, who will then initiate
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corrective action. PWS provides Forensic Technology with the opportunity to swiftly identify and address
computer issues and sometimes even before any impact is perceived by the user.

The use of PWS has no impact on the normal operation of IBIS components.

In all cases, whether to perform software upgrades, troubleshooting, system configuration and/or PWS,
Forensic Technology will always first communicate with the Customer to request permission prior to
performing any activity on their IBIS components.

3. Replacement of Defective Hardware

Forensic Technology will be responsible for the replacement of defective hardware and any shipping costs.
This replacement will be installed by a certified Field Technician. All charges related to the replacement
hardware will be paid for by Forensic Technology. Any products or components replaced or repaired will be
warranted by Forensic Technology for the balance of the Warranty or SafeGuard period.

NOTES:

5. Workstation Refresh Program

The Workstation Refresh Program allows all IBIS BRASSTRAX, IBIS BULLETTRAX, IBIS MATCHPOINT,
and Quantum 3D Microscope workstations (computer and monitor) covered by a SafeGuard Warranty and
Protection Plan for at least seven (7) consecutive years to be refreshed at no additional charge to the
Customer. This ensures that the Customer’s IBIS and Quantum systems maintain compatibility with new
software versions and operating systems, and keep performing optimally.

When eligible, the Customer will be contacted by Forensic Technology’s GCS team to plan and schedule
workstation refresh activities. To deliver the maximum value of this program, Forensic Technology will
evaluate, prioritize and schedule the refresh activities while ensuring minimal downtime and seamless
operations. Forensic Technology commits to the supply of spare parts for a period of seven (7) years from
the initial installation of the equipment. For IBIS BRASSTRAX, IBIS BULLETTRAX, IBIS MATCHPOINT, and
Quantum 3D Microscope products installed for more than seven (7) years, Forensic Technology cannot
guarantee its ability to refresh workstations, due to product End of Life or Obsolescence constraints.

6. Preventive Maintenance Visit

Forensic Technology will perform a preventive maintenance visit every twenty-four (24) months to ensure the
Forensic Technology products continue to run at optimal performance. During this visit, the Field Technician
will inspect, clean, lubricate, adjust the system, as well as perform visual and functional verifications. The
Field Technician will also take note of any worn parts that require replacement, either immediately or for a
subsequent site visit.

Technology’s trainers in the Virtual Classrooms. Prior to Basic User Training, participants will receive an
email with their login credentials and a link to the e-Learning platform.

7.2 Virtual Coaching Sessions

As a complement to training, Forensic Technology supports ongoing professional development for users via
Virtual Classrooms. These remote coaching sessions with a trainer enable refinement of user skills,
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guidance on leveraging new functions and features, and exposure to new acquisition and analysis
techniques. Virtual coaching sessions are delivered using the Customer’s existing IBIS infrastructure having
remote connectivity with Forensic Technology.

The responsive, dynamic sessions led by Forensic Technology’s certified, multilingual trainers either one-to-
one or in small groups offer an efficient way to maintain and up level skills to ensure that the Customer
continues to achieve optimal performance from their IBIS and Quantum systems.

Virtual coaching sessions are provided for users that have completed Basic User Training and are working
regularly with IBIS and Quantum components. This service is available to all users with a SafeGuard
agreement, and there is no limit to the number of virtual coaching sessions a Customer can benefit from
each year.

8. Customer Care Program

To support Customers in achieving optimal system performance, Forensic Technology assigns a dedicated
GCS representative who will act as the point of contact for the Customer. This dedicated representative will
serve as the liaison between the Customer and the GCS team for all SafeGuard services.

Assistance can be provided with generating system reports, reviewing the Annual Status Report, and
addressing questions and concerns. The Customer Care Program focuses on a forward-looking approach to
IBIS and Quantum system management, and Customers benefit from proactive recommendations targeted
at improving utilization of the IBIS and Quantum systems and identifying opportunities for user skill
development.

9. Correction of IBIS Application Errors (Software Bugs)

If the Customer detects and reports an application error (software bug) to our support center, an incident will
be created with our Software Development department for evaluation and resolution. The committed
turnaround time for a resolution is dependent upon the impact that the application error has on the
Customer’s operations. Regardless of the turnaround time, the Customer will be provided with a temporary
workaround solution to return to normal operation as fast as possible, while a permanent solution is being
developed.

For a major problem (one that seriously reduces the performance and normal operation of the system), a
hotfix will be implemented on the system as soon as Forensic Technology engineers devise a solution to the
problem. For a minor problem (one that does not severely affect the normal operation of the system), the
issue will be addressed and a solution will be implemented in a future software release.

10. Software Upgrades

While supported by SafeGuard, the IBIS application software will be upgraded to reflect the new features
and functionalities introduced by Forensic Technology. Software upgrades also address the life cycle
management of third-party software including database management, and backup software. However,
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Forensic Technology will upgrade the third-party software supplied with the system only if it is deemed
essential.

Upgrades of workstation and server operating systems are excluded from the scope of our SafeGuard
offering. If the Customer wishes to upgrade their operating systems, Forensic Technology can provide a
proposal containing the cost and detailed information about this service.

10.1 Deployment of Software Upgrades

Software upgrades may be released as a service pack update or as part of a major software version release.
After receiving approval from the Customer, Forensic Technology will deploy the software upgrades either
using a manual remote method or the Automated Software Deployment System. The latter will accelerate
deployments and reduce system downtime by:

Verifying computer hardware requirements

Uploading software packages in the background and during off-work hours

Performing automated software upgrades on multiple IBIS workstations simultaneously
Executing automated software upgrades during off-work hours

Regardless of the deployment method used, software upgrades are deployed using the system’s support
communication lines. Only sites with the recommended support communication lines and required quality of
service can have their software upgraded.

NOTE: For IBIS Systems connected to NIBIN, all software upgrades, service packs and patches
must be approved by ATF prior to their deployment and will be deployed according to the
NIBIN approved schedule.

10.2 Minor Hardware Upgrades

Prior to the deployment of a software upgrade, Forensic Technology will evaluate the capacity of each
system computer and, if necessary, will upgrade the random-access memory (RAM) and/or hard disk drive.
These upgrades will ensure that the new IBIS application software continues to run optimally on the
computer. The decision to perform a minor hardware upgrade on a given computer is at the sole discretion
of Forensic Technology.

NOTE: For IBIS Systems connected to NIBIN, all hardware upgrades required as a result of a
mandatory software upgrade by ATF will be for the Customer’s account.

10.3 Backward Compatibility

Software upgrades and corrections will provide for backward compatibility with existing data acquired with
previous IBIS software versions. Backward compatibility does not apply to the introduction of new products,
significantly different technology or between systems operating with different software versions.

10.4 User Documentation

Should a software upgrade require modifications to the documentation, Forensic Technology will amend the
user documentation at no extra cost. The documentation is available both on the IBIS workstations and on
the e-Learning platform. Additional copies can be made available in PDF format at no extra cost or in printed
format at a nominal cost.
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11. Annual Status Report

During the year, Forensic Technology carries out many activities with users and on their system. Forensic
Technology tracks all of these activities with its incident management database, which enables Forensic
Technology to generate and submit the Annual Status Report to the Customer.

This report documents all activities within the last twelve (12) months and is made available to the Customer
in PDF format. The report documents activities related to the Customer’s IBIS components: incident
management, replacements parts, on-site visits, remote (PWS) and on-site preventive maintenance
activities, software upgrades, coaching and new user training, and other events.

12. Travel and Living Expenses

Travel and living expenses of Forensic Technology personnel are for the account of Forensic Technology
when they are related to the delivery of services included with the SafeGuard plan.

13. Advanced Security

As such, manufacturing and servicing these products
require access to proprietary and commercially sensitive information that is only accessible to employees of
Ultra Electronics Forensic Technology Inc. and its affiliate company Forensic Technology Inc.
(hereinafter collectively referred to as Forensic Technology).

Consequently only Forensic Technology, the exclusive manufacturer of IBIS and Quantum 3D Microscope ™
(Q3M), can provide their proprietary products IBIS BRASSTRAX, IBIS BULLETTRAX, IBIS MATCHPOINT,
IBIS Data Concentrator, IBIS Correlation Engine, and Q3M, as well as maintenance, upgrades and services,
including data migration, moving and training services pertaining thereto.

Furthermore IBIS, currently in use in the United States under the ATF NIBIN program, is the only technology
that has undergone extensive testing and complies with the security standards needed for integration into
NIBIN.

This Grant Agreement is entered into, by and between the Commonweslth of Kentucky, Transportation Cabinet,
Office of Highway Safety (“the GRANTOR”) and Lexington Fayette Urban County Government-L exington
Police Department (“the GRANTEE”) to establish an agreement to utilize grant funds to assist in the reduction of
traffic crashes and associated deaths, injuries, and property damage. The initial grant agreement is effective from
October 1, 2025 to September 30, 2026.

Scope of Services:
Scope of GRANT AGREEMENT

A. The GRANTEE’ sGrant/Project Applicationisincorporated into this agreement in whole. Inthe case of any conflict
between thelanguage of thisGRANT AGREEMENT and the language of the Grant/Project Application, thelanguage
of thisGRANT AGREEMENT shall prevail.

B. This GRANT AGREEMENT shall have an initial cap amount of $225,430.00. This amount may be adjusted in

C. The Goals and Objectives (A) and Expectation and Activities (B) to be accomplished through this GRANT
AGREEMENT shall be asfollows:

Police Traffic Services:
To increase the number of speeding citations 3.20% from 6,008 to 6,200 by the end of the current fiscal year.

B. Expectations and Activities:

Mandatory expectations and activities:

1. Work to enforce and accomplish highway safety goals and objectives.

2. Officerswill work saturation patrols during the“ Click It or Ticket”, “ Speed Weeks’ and “ Drive Sober or Get Pulled
Over” mobilizations.

3. Conduct night time seat belt enforcement events during the grant period. Equipment and assistance can be provided
by the KY Office of Highway Safety.

C. Utilization of Grant Funds:

GRANTEE agreesthat only that portion of the Federal & Local Match allocation necessary for the completion of the
project (as detailed in the scope of this agreement) will be spent and that none of such funds will be spent until such
documents as may be required by the GRANTOR have been submitted and the GRANTOR’ s written approval has
been obtained. Use of this money is limited to the project listed on this document.

D. Submission of Payment Requests:

The GRANTEE shall submit requests for reimbursement on a regular basis, as established by the GRANTOR.
The reimbursement requests shall be submitted to the GRANTOR on a “Reimbursement Claim Form”. Backup
documentation showing that the work/expenditures for which the GRANTEE is requesting reimbursement has been
completed shall be included, along with monthly activity reports.

E. Assumption of Liability:

To the extent permitted by Kentucky law, the GRANTEE shall indemnify and hold harmless the GRANTOR and
all of its officers, agents, and employees from all suits, actions or claims of any character because of any injuries or
damages received by any person, persons or property resulting from implementation of this project based upon this
agreement.

Responsibilities of the GRANTOR

A. Reservation of GRANT Funding:
The amount of this GRANT AGREEMENT shall be reserved in an account under the GRANTEE’ s name from the
GRANTOR’s available federal NHT SA funds designated for such activities.

B. Prompt Payment:

The GRANTOR shall make reimbursement to the GRANTEE in atimely manner, once the GRANTOR is satisfied
that the work/expendituresfor which reimbursement has been requested isapplicableto thisGRANT AGREEMENT,
and that said work has been completed or purchases have been made.

C. Monitoring Work:

The GRANTOR shall periodically review the work that is being completed under this GRANT AGREEMENT
to verify that all work is in accordance with applicable Federal guidelines, and statutes and regulations of the
Commonwealth of Kentucky.

D. Resolution of Disputes:

Any dispute concerning a question of fact in connection with the work not disposed of by this GRANT
AGREEMENT between the GRANTEE and the GRANTOR shall be referred to the Secretary of the
Transportation Cabinet of the Commonwealth of Kentucky or his duly authorized representative whose decision
shall befinal.

E. Changesto Agreement:

Any proposed change in this GRANT AGREEMENT shall be in writing and signed by the GRANTEE and the
GRANTOR.

THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS SHALL BE IN EFFECT UPON SIGNED APPROVAL OF A GRANT
AGREEMENT BETWEEN KENTUCKY OFFICE OF HIGHWAY SAFETY AND THE APPLICANT

The Grantor and Grantee shall comply with all applicable statutes and regulations, including but not limited to
23 U.S.C. Chapter 4 — Highway Safety Act of 1966, as amended by Sec. 25024, Pub. L. 117-58, » 23 CFR part
1300 — Uniform Procedures for State Highway Safety Grant Programs ¢ 2 CFR part 200 — Uniform Administrative
Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards ¢ 2 CFR part 1201 — Department of
Transportation, Uniform Administrative Regquirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards.

A. Relationship:

The relationship of the applicant/grantee to the grantor shall be that of an independent contractor, not that of ajoint
enterprise. The applicant/grantee shall have no authority to bind the grantor, for any obligation or expense without the
expressed prior written approval of the grantor.

B. Grant Activity:

Grant activity must begin within thirty (30) days of approved start date and after signed approval of the grant agreement
by the Governor's Representative for Highway Safety unless otherwise stated within the contracts strategies and
activities.

C. CostsIncurred:

No costs incurred for this project will be eligible for reimbursement prior to approval/starting date of the grant
agreement or after grant period is over. Requests must contain documentation which demonstrates the expenditures
wereincurred and paid for.

D. Monthly Reporting:

The applicant/grantee will be required to submit monthly reports to document their activities related to the highway
safety grant. Applicant/Grantee shall use the most current reporting forms as provided on the Kentucky Office
of Highway Safety website at https://transportation.ky.gov/HighwaySafety/. A final cumulative report addressing
achievement of goals, objectives and strategies will be due to the grantor within 30 days after the contract period has
ended. The final reimbursement claim shall also be submitted within 30 days after the contract period has ended.

E. Fiscal and Accounting Responsibilities:

The applicant/grantee must establish fiscal control with generally accepted accounting procedures that assure proper
disposition of an account for grant funds and if applicable, required non-federal expenditures. All money spent on this
project will be dispersed in accordance with provisions of the grant budget or officially revised budget as approved
by the grantor.

F. Reimbursement Requirements:

All grants administered through the Kentucky Office of Highway Safety are reimbursement based. The Kentucky
Office of Highway Safety reimburses for direct costs only. All reimbursement requests must contain documentation
which demonstrates the expenditures were incurred and paid for. Grantees must provide copies of documents such as
invoices and corresponding copies of cancelled checks. Beginning with fiscal year 2011, the match requirement for
local agencies has been eliminated.

Salary and benefits reimbursement requests must contain the following:

1. The detail activity log, with the signatures and printed names of the officer and supervisor, will be sufficientin lieu
of time sheet for law enforcement personnel.

2. Payroll reports or a payroll summary which demonstrates the costs associated with employee’s (i.e. salary and
benefits) for Highway Safety grants; that are non-law enforcement.

3. Cancelled payroll checks are not required.
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4. Payroll records must be made accessible upon request.

Travel expense reimbursements requests must contain the following:

1. Copy of the employee's travel request form which contains the signatures and printed names of the employee and
the employee’ s supervisor

2. Copies of travel receipts for items such as hotels, air fare, etc.

3. Travel form must denote destination and purpose of travel.

4. Copy of cancelled travel reimbursement check paid to employee

5. Mileage rate must be included on the travel request form

Contractual services reimbursement request must contain the following:
1. Copy of the contractor invoice which fully describes the provided goods or services
2. Copy of the cancelled check which paid the contractor

Equipment purchases reimbursement requests must contain:
1. Copy of the vendor’ s invoice for the equipment
2. Copy of the cancelled check used to pay the vendor

Educational material purchases reimbursement requests must contain:

1. Copy of the vendor’ s invoice for the educational materias

2. Copy of the cancelled check used to pay the vendor

3. Educational materials/promotional items must have highway safety message approved by the grantor and must be
on thelist of allowableitems as provided by the grantor. Any exceptions must be approved in advance by the grantor.

Note: If cancelled checks are not available, a copy of the original check may be submitted along with a copy of the
bank statement indicating the check number has been cleared

G. Cost Principles:

Costs incurred (when goods are received and accepted, or services are performed) under the grant agreement shall
be determined in accordance with the general principles of allowability and standards for selected cost items as set
forth in 23 CFR Part 1300 - Cost Principlesfor Nonprofit Organizations; and all applicable National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration/Federal Highway Administration orders.

H. Maintenance of Records:

The applicant/grantee agrees that the grantor, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, (NHTSA), the
Federal Highway Administration and/or the Controller General of the United States, the Auditor of the State of
Kentucky or any of their duly authorized representatives may have access, for purposes of audit examinations, to
any books, documents, papers, or records maintained by the applicant/grantee pertaining to the grant agreement. The
applicant/grantee further agrees to maintain such books and records for a period of three years after the date of final
project disposition.

|. Purchasing:
The applicant/grantee is required to use their agency’s procurement regulations that reflect applicable state and local
laws, rules and regulations.

J. Equipment:

All grantee agencies will use, manage, and dispose of equipment acquired under a federally funded highway safety
grant in accordance with state laws and procedures. Such equipment shall be used for the purpose of enhancing
the grantee’ s highway safety program. Grantees in non-compliance of this provision shall be required to return said
equipment to the grantor. Grantee agency must begin the process to order al equipment approved within their budget
within (30) days of the date authorized to begin a highway safety project. A single piece of equipment with an
acquisition cost of $5,000.00 or more must be pre-approved by the NHTSA Regional Administrator. A grantee shall
not purchase a single piece of eguipment in excess of $5,000.00 until receiving authorization from the KOHS that
approval has been granted from NHTSA. Grantees will submit a completed Non-Expendable Property Accountability
Record with their claim for reimbursement for any equipment item purchased. The granteeis responsible for ensuring
all equipment items and will be liable to grantor for loss, theft, or damage to equipment.

K. Travel (In-State and Out-of-State):
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All travel reimbursements will be made in accordance with the provisions of 200 Kentucky Administrative
Regulations, Chapter 2. The mileage reimbursement shall be determined by the current rate published quarterly by
the Finance Cabinet.

Overnight travel must be an item within the detailed budget portion of the grant agreement. Applicant/Grantee must
submit acompleted request for overnight travel authorization for approval to the grantor at least fifteen (15) days prior
to the anticipated date of departure.

L. Payroll Procedures and Records Required:

Compensation for personnel servicesis allowableif:

1. They are for services rendered during the grant period;

2. They are reasonable and normal for the services rendered;

3. Paid personnel are appointed in accordance with state and local government laws and rules;

4. They are based on payrolls documented and approved in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles;
and

5. They are supported by time and attendance records signed by both employee and supervisor.

Employee Benefits are allowable if:

1. They are approved pursuant to aleave system;

2. Employer’s contribution or expense includes:

a. Social Security

b. Employee’ s health insurance plans, (excludes salary and benefits)

¢. Unemployment insurance coverage

d. Workmen’' s compensation insurance,

e. Pension plans, and,;

3. The cost thereof is equitably allocated to all activities.

4. Salary and benefits are calculated in accordance with existing labor laws and is paid at the rate of one and one-half
(1.5) times the person’ s hourly rate of pay for actual hours worked more than forty (40) hoursin any week. Salary and
benefits will be strictly for traffic enforcement activities which includes patrol and or traffic safety checkpoints.

M. Special Instructionsfor law enforcement agencies:

1. Officers are required to complete a detailed activity log after each assignment.

2. Enforcement officers assigned to this project will not answer calls for service, except in emergency situations.
Emergency situations and breaks do not qualify for federal salary and benefits funding.

3. Officers are limited to 6 hours of federally funded salary and benefits within a 24-hour period from the time they
begin their initial shift.

4. Activities which will be credited as comprehensive enforcement contacts will include: @ DUI arrests, b) speeding
citations, c) seat belt citations, d) child restraint citations, €) written warnings (no warnings are permitted during federal
salary and benefits for seat belt or child restraint violations), f) other arrests related to traffic stops, and g) other
activities as approved by the grantor.

5. Data defines peak enforcement hours as the timeframe the majority of injury and fatality crashes are occurring
throughout the state. Due to the number of fatal crashes occurring during identified peak hours, each law enforcement
agency shall dedicate a minimum of 50% of their salary and benefits during these hours, regardless of the assigned
program area, i.e.: impaired driving, speeding or occupant protection. Peak hours refers to hours between 1500 hours
to 0300 hours.

6. Officers who have been trained in DUI apprehension and speed detection (radar usage) are eligible to be assigned
to the enforcement effort.

7. Only one officer per unit vehicleis eligible for reimbursement.

8. The applicant/grantee should be involved in public relations (earned media) and educational activities that support
national and state highway safety efforts.

9. Participationin all mobilizations/traffic saf ety enforcement events sponsored by the National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA) and/or the grantor is required.

N. Project Income:
No income may be earned by the applicant/grantee with respect to federal funds received through the grantor.

O. Right to Owner ship:

The applicant/grantee understands that the grantor, the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, and the
Federal Highway Administration reservetheroyalty-free, non-exclusive, and irrevocabl e license to reproduce, publish,
or otherwise use and authorize others to use, any educational or instructional material developed with the Highway
Safety Act of 1966 funding.
