Purpose 
Each fiscal year the Mayor and Urban County Council allocate funds for use by selected 501(c)(3) non-profit 
partner agencies through the Department of Social Services’ Extended Social Resource (ESR) Program. The 
Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government (hereinafter referred to as "LFUCG") has historically partnered 
with non-profit agencies for the purpose of providing priority social services to supplement and support the 
work of the Urban County Government. These agencies are diverse in their missions and work plans, and provide 
services to the most vulnerable populations in our community.  


Eligibility 


• Eligible Responders shall be a non-profit 501(c)3 organization with a physical presence in Lexington-Fayette
County


• Responders shall be registered and have a current, complete Silver Seal of Transparency or higher level
agency portrait on GuideStar.org.


• ESR funds cannot be used to teach, advance, advocate or promote any religion
• Be located in and/or serve Fayette County residents with ESR funds in Fayette County
• Applying organization agrees to comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws

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1.0 GENERAL INFORMATION & SCOPE 


1.1 Background 
Each fiscal year the Mayor and Urban County Council allocate funds for use by selected 501(c)(3) non-
profit partner agencies through the Department of Social Services’ Extended Social Resource (ESR) 
Program.  


This grant cycle shall cover Fiscal Years 2021 and 2022 (July 1, 2020—June 30, 2022), and will award 
grants between the four Funding Priorities, which each have separate required Proposal Submittals and 
criteria, and awarded on an approximate scale, listed below. Proposers may submit ONE Proposal per 
Funding Priority Area. 


Funding Priority Area: Childhood & Youth Development
Projected funding is 20% of total ESR Grant Program Award 


LFUCG seeks to strengthen and enhance Childhood and Youth Development by supporting programs 
and services for early childhood through teenage populations (birth through 18 years old). LFUCG intends 
to award grants for priority-rated programs and services which originate with demonstrated client needs, 
establish clearly-defined outcomes, and are designed to best practices or evidence-based models.   


2.0 GENERAL PROVISIONS


2.1 Purpose 
The LFUCG is accepting applications from qualified non-governmental, non-profit agencies with current 
501(c)3 tax exempt status and with a physical business or program site location in Fayette County 
(hereinafter, referred to as "Applicant") for ESR funding for FY2021 and FY2022 (July 1, 2020 – June 30, 
2021 and July 1, 2021 – June 30, 2022, with the 2nd year contingent on available funding approved by 
the Urban County Council ). This funding is intended to support agency programs which respond to the 
funding priorities established herein. THIS FUNDING IS NOT INTENDED TO SUPPORT GENERAL AGENCY 
OPERATIONS, other than overhead required to support the subject program.  


2.2 Funding Period 
The funding period is from July 1, 2020 through June 30, 2022, with the 2nd year’s funding contingent 
on available funding approved by the Urban County Council. 


2.3 ESR Grant Informational Workshop 
The Department of Social Services conducted a meeting on February 20, 2020 that provided potential 
proposers with an overview of the proposal and review process, instructions on completing the RFP, 
and presentation of funding priorities. 


2.4 Proposal Submission 
All Submissions must be uploaded to the LFUCG procurement website at 
https://lexingtonky.ionwave.net by FRIDAY, APRIL 3rd, 2020 before 2:00 PM EST. The Submission shall 
include an enclosed form that shall contain the required documents, and respond to one or more 
established funding priorities.  


Proposal submissions containing significant omissions of required information will be considered non-
responsive and removed from the RFP funding process on the application deadline date (April 3rd, 2020). 
Significant missing responses to questions constitute an incomplete application. The final decision 
regarding application completeness and penalties will be determined by the LFUCG Division of Central 
Purchasing in consultation with the Commissioner of Social Services. All proposals must be written in a 
clear and concise manner, as there will be no follow-up or clarifications to proposer’s Proposal 
Submittal Form once the evaluation process begins.

2.5  Acceptance/Rejection of Submissions 
The LFUCG reserves the right to reject any proposals which may be considered irregular, show serious 
omissions, contain unauthorized alteration of the Proposal Submittal form, or are incomplete. 


The LFUCG reserves the right to accept or reject any or all applications in whole or in part, with or 
without cause, to waive technicalities, to implement scoring penalties, or to accept applications or 
portions thereof which, in the Urban County Government’s judgment, best serve the interests of Urban 
County Government. 


All proposals must be written in a clear and concise manner, as there will be no follow-up or 
clarifications to proposer’s Proposal Submittal Form once the evaluation process begins.

3.0 FUNDING PROCESS 


3.1 Timeline 
This Request for Proposals is being released on February 28th, 2020, and is made available to the public 
and all potentially eligible applicants. An informational and question and answer meeting will be held 
on Monday, March 9th, 2020, at 2 PM EST at the Phoenix Building 3rd Floor Conference Room, 100 
East Vine Street, Lexington, KY 40507. This meeting will be open to the public and any potentially 
eligible applicants are invited to attend and ask questions or seek clarification regarding the RFP. 
Attendance is NOT required in order to submit a proposal and will not affect scoring during the 
evaluation process. 


Completed proposals must be submitted no later than 2 PM on FRIDAY, APRIL 3rd, 2020, and late or 
incomplete proposals will not be accepted or evaluated. 


The LFUCG intends to conduct proposal evaluation in April and May 2020 immediately following the 
proposal due date, with the intention to make funding announcements prior to July 1, 2020. This 
timeline is subject to change without notice. 


Successful applicants shall be contacted to negotiate a funding agreement with expectations that 
an award be in place for the funded programs to begin operations by July 1, 2020. No funds may 
be expended prior to the execution of a funding agreement and grantees will not be reimbursed for 
pre-award costs.

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3.2 Evaluation 
Proposals will be evaluated by a neutral panel including LFUCG staff and third-party reviewers who have 
expertise in the field of human services. The scoring criteria are outlined in Section 5.0 Criteria. 


 
3.3 Reporting 


The funded project will be required to submit regular progress reports demonstrating progress toward 
outcomes established in the proposal and associated funding agreement. Report formats will be 
determined by the Department of Social Services, as will due dates and submission process. Failure to 
submit complete reports on time will delay processing of grant payments and may affect the grantee’s 
competitiveness for any future funding opportunities with LFUCG.

LFUCG seeks to strengthen and enhance Childhood and Youth Development by supporting programs and 
services for early childhood through teenage populations (birth through 18 years old). LFUCG intends to 
award grants for priority-rated programs and services which originate with demonstrated client needs, 
establish clearly-defined outcomes, and are designed to best practices or evidence-based models.   


 
These programs shall consist of an intentional, pro-social approach that engages youth within their 
communities, schools, organizations, peer groups, and families in a manner that is productive and 
constructive; recognizes, utilizes, and enhances youths' strengths; and promotes positive outcomes for young 
people by providing opportunities, fostering healthy relationships and supporting positive leadership.  
These programs may address one or more of the following areas, but shall not be limited to: 


 


• Affordable access to early care & education for children under 5 years of age 
• Development services focusing on life skills, social skills, employment mentoring, enrichment, language 


tutoring, & leadership skills 
• Services focused on Kindergarten readiness

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		andor opportunities your clients face and how your agency fits within this system of services: The cognitive, language/communication, fine/gross motor, and social-emotional maturation of a child are in the critical stages of development between the ages of birth and five years old. During this time of growth, understanding concepts, following directions, communication, physical abilities, developing pre-literacy (emergent literacy) and self-help skills are learned; and, foundations are laid that may affect the trajectory of their lives. "Healthy development in the early years (particularly birth to three) provides the building blocks for educational achievement, economic productivity, responsible citizenship, lifelong health, strong communities, and successful parenting of the next generation" (Center on the Developing Child, 2019). For a child who is visually impaired or blind, these early years are especially crucial in determining their development, education, and future life as an adult. 

Children with visual impairments need early intervention consisting of specialized instruction, modeling, and hands-on opportunities to maximize learning and facilitate development.  Children with low to no vision must be taught the meaning of the input they receive from touch, smell, sound, taste, and movement. 

Children with blindness and visual impairments are at-risk of falling behind developmentally, socially and academically without early intervention services and programming. VIPS is the only agency in Fayette County that provides early intervention and educational services to children, birth to 5, who are blind or visually impaired. Through the Early Childhood Intervention and Little Learners Enrichment programs children who are blind or visually impaired are able to reach those all-important developmental milestones, and are better prepared academically and socially to enter preschool/kindergarten.

		above Be specific: To assist each child in reaching his/her specific developmental outcomes in the Early Childhood Intervention Program, VIPS' Teachers of the Visually Impaired (TVI), Developmental Interventionists (DI), and Certified Orientation and Mobility Specialists (COMS) use their expertise in vision loss and early childhood development to: work 1:1 with the child in his/her home and community; educate caregivers of their child's vision loss and it's impact on development, education and literacy skills; model techniques to the caregivers for their use in everyday activities (i.e. bath time, meal time, play time, etc) to help their child cultivate and master developmental skills in between visits; demonstrate adaptations that may be made in the natural environment to increase success; provide caregivers with information, resources, and guidance to help them make informed decisions about preschool/kindergarten; and, empower caregivers by supporting them if they need to advocate on behalf of their child. Teachers typically provide one (1) hour visits on a weekly basis until the child's third birthday.

The VIPS teacher in the Little Learners Enrichment Program uses vision-specific academic activities in a developmentally appropriate classroom setting for two and three-year olds. Based on where a child is developmentally the teacher modifies the classroom activities to allow for the emergence of, or the strengthening of, each skill and concept. The teacher also places a strong emphasis on literacy for the children, whether they will be print readers or Braille readers. This program is offered 2-3 times per week for a minimum of two (2) hours each session.

		nothing other than participation in services etc: In the Early Childhood Intervention Program, all children are eligible if they meet one of the following criteria: have an established risk condition (i.e. Retinopathy of Prematurity, Optic Nerve Hypoplasia, Cortical Blindness, etc.) ; are legally blind (i.e. 20/200 with correction); are one standard deviation below normal in 2 developmental domains; are 2 standard deviations below normal in 1 developmental domain; or, if vision loss is suspected and not ruled out by a pediatric ophthalmologist or other professional. This program is offered to children from birth up to the age of three-years-old.

The Little Learners Enrichment Program enrolls children who are two to three-years-old who have either met the eligibility criteria for the Early Childhood Intervention Program, or who have typical vision. The staff to child ratio within the classroom is maintained at 1:6 with the majority of the children having a visual impairment or who are blind.

The only expectation of the children and caregivers is to fully participate in the services of the programs to the best of their ability. VIPS does not charge a fee for the Early Childhood Intervention Program. The Little Learners Enrichment Program asks caregivers to pay a nominal $17.50 per session, but does not turn any child away if the caregivers are unable to fulfill this request.

		sources that indicate what you are doing is bestpractice: The Early Childhood Intervention program utilizes the Consultative Model for providing early intervention services to children who are blind and visually impaired. With this model the caregiver works collaboratively with the VIPS teacher to address the caregiver's concerns about the child's developmental needs and the implementation of strategies to use to meet those needs. This model empowers caregivers by giving them the tools they need to incorporate strategies into their daily routines to improve their child's development in between visits from the teacher. Caregivers' consistent, regular application of the strategies throughout their day increases their child's ability to reach his/her goals. It is the model currently being used by the Kentucky Early Intervention System's state-wide program, First Steps.

For best practices in providing early intervention services, both the Early Childhood Intervention and Little Learners Enrichment programs adhere to the Expanded Core Curriculum (ECC).  The ECC includes skills that students with blindness/visual impairments must also learn in addition to their general education. The Texas School for the Blind and Visually Impaired states, "The ECC is specialized instruction with students who are blind or visually impaired in order to compensate for decreased opportunities to learn incidentally by observing others...In addition to the general education core curriculum that all students are taught, students with visual impairments, starting at birth, also need instruction in the ECC.” The ECC is inclusive of assistive technology, career education, compensatory skills, independent living skills, orientation & mobility, recreation & leisure, self-determination, sensory efficiency, and social interaction skills.

		until judge orders otherwise etc What percentage of clients meet that criteria for success: One of the objectives of both VIPS’ Early Childhood Intervention and Little Learners Enrichment programs is for each child to achieve every one of his/her goals in the areas of language/communication, cognitive, social/emotional, self-help, and gross/fine motor skills.  The goals will vary depending on the age and the needs of the child. For example, an infant may have a goal to reach for an object while a child who is around twenty-four months may have a goal to sort objects by shape and color. Another objective is to prepare children academically and socially to enter preschool/kindergarten. VIPS' TVIs and DIs teach simple, age-appropriate academics and pre-literacy skills.  VIPS' COMS A child who is blind is capable of doing the same things as a child with sight, but may have to learn how to do them in a different way. 

VIPS’ philosophy is that parents are their child’s first and best teachers, and its parents that ultimately help a child reach his/her goals. The program is designed to teach parents about their child's specific visual impairment, and how it impacts his/her learning capabilities. Parents are also taught techniques to use in their everyday routines in between visits from VIPS teachers. By doing this, parents are able to consistently teach and help their child cultivate and master developmental and social skills, and his/her understanding of age appropriate concepts. 

Successful completion of services for both programs is when a child either reaches all of his/her goals, or ages out of the program(s).

		community Provide examples eg client demonstrates change in attitude client has behavior change etc: The Early Childhood Intervention and Little Learners Enrichment programs establish a foundation for learning for children, birth to 3, who are blind/visually impaired. Meeting developmental goals, being prepared educationally to enter preschool/kindergarten, learning socialization and having pre-literacy skills are all intertwined within this foundation. The program is a short-term solution to the long-term issue of education for children who are blind/visually impaired. 

In the long-term, this foundation for learning builds into a lifetime of independence, learning, and self-sufficiency. It allows the child to participate more fully in his/her academic career, and later, in his/her career of choice. Through the accomplishments of reaching developmental goals, understanding how to interact with others, learning age-appropriate academics in preparation for preschool/kindergarten, and exploring their environment children who are blind/visually impaired will gain confidence, knowledge, independence and increased self-esteem. "The emotional and physical health, social skills, and cognitive-linguistic capacities that emerge in the early years are all important prerequisites for success in school and later in the workplace and community" (Center on the Developing Child, 2007).

These programs make a meaningful difference in the lives of the caregivers. They receive support, resources and information about their child's vision loss. They are taught how to guide their child in learning skills to meet goals. They are connected to other caregivers through their child's participation in the programs, family events, and social media.  They understand their child is more than capable of learning though he/she has vision loss. They see their child's true potential.

		and frequency of evaluation: VIPS evaluates the effectiveness of the Early Childhood Intervention and Little Learners Enrichment programs by assessing the skill levels of all of the children approximately every six months of service by measuring the progress they have made toward their goals. The Oregon Project is an assessment tool designed specifically for children, birth to 6, who are blind and visually impaired to assess areas of development such as: cognitive, language, compensatory, vision, self-help, social fine motor, and gross motor skills. VIPS teachers use the Oregon Project in their initial, ongoing, and exit assessment of children throughout their time in the Early Childhood Intervention program. VIPS also has access to each child's First Steps initial, annual, and exit assessments known as the Five Area Assessment (5AA). 75-80% of children with visual impairments also experience other challenges (i.e. Prematurity, Cerebral Palsy, severe head trauma, Down Syndrome, etc.) that hinder their ability to meet their goals. VIPS teachers take into consideration these other challenges when using the information from the 5AA and the Oregon to determine if a child is making "Significant", "Good to Average", or "Little to No" progress toward their outcomes. VIPS also measures parental/caregiver knowledge of their child's vision and its impact on their child's development, and their utilization of techniques to help their child learn as demonstrated by VIPS' TVIs, DIs, and COMS. To evaluate caregiver knowledge and implementation of learned strategies VIPS Central KY collects data from a biannual parent survey. 

		and capacity of each individual to address the proposed activities: Senior TVI - Dixie Marz, Teacher of the Visually Impaired (TVI), provides direct early intervention services and primary evaluations in the Early Childhood Intervention program. She is also the lead teacher in the Little Learners Enrichment program. Dixie has earned a Master of Science in Early Childhood Special Education from the University of Kentucky, and her certification in Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education (IECE) at the graduate level from the University of Louisville. She assists in the supervision of the contract Developmental Interventionists/Teachers of the Visually Impaired in the Early Childhood Intervention program.

Senior DI - Lesley Lusher, Developmental Interventionist (DI), provides direct early intervention services to children and families in the Early Childhood Intervention program. She is a substitute teacher in the Little Learners Enrichment program. She has earned her certification in Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education (IECE) at the graduate level from Eastern Kentucky University. She has been trained in the Vision Impaired Inservice in America (VISSA). She has over 15 years of experience as a classroom teacher in the public and private school systems. Additionally, she has been a DI for almost 10 years.

All teachers have an undergraduate degree in Education or related field, are certified at the graduate level in Interdisciplinary Early Childhood Education (IECE), and have been trained in early intervention and early childhood for children with visual impairments through the Vision Impaired Inservice in America (VIISA). Each COMS has been certified by their professional board, The Academy for Certification of Vision Rehabilitation and Education Professionals.

		secured funding sources and committed operational resources your organization has allocated for the proposed program: VIPS' programs and services support our community's comprehensive response to the Childhood & Youth Development priority in the areas of Kindergarten readiness, parental/caregiver/kinship resources and supports, and affordable access to early care & education for children under 5 years of age. VIPS is the only agency providing regular and ongoing early intervention and educational programming to children, birth to 5, who are blind/visually impaired in Kentucky. That being said, VIPS’ Early Childhood Intervention program does collaborate with other service providers in the state-wide program, First Steps. These service providers include physical therapists, speech-language pathologists, dieticians/nutritionists, occupational therapists, psychologists, and assistive technology experts. Working with the caregivers as a team, VIPS and these other service providers are better able to help children develop, grow, and learn while empowering caregivers with knowledge, resources, and supports. Through the efforts of the team, children are better prepared to enter kindergarten.

VIPS’ Central KY location is within the building of the Hearing & Speech Center (HSC). It is here that the center-based Little Learners Enrichment program takes place. Part of the Little Learners curriculum includes visits to VIPS’ sensory room which is also shared with the children of HSC and independent service providers within the community.

VIPS’ Governing Board Members oversee the service delivery and program administration of all VIPS programs and services. Neither the Early Childhood Intervention nor Little Learners Enrichment programs have major civic benefactors or corporate sponsors. VIPS has already secured partial funding for both programs through fundraising events, donors, and grants.

		opportunity and  or benefit program to a diverse crosssection of the greater community: In the Early Childhood Intervention program, TVIs, DIs and COMS provide services to the children in their own home and community ensuring services are easily accessible and available to all children regardless of disability or socioeconomic status. VIPS’ teachers travel to the child and family, meeting them in their home or their place of choice within their own community. This program is at no cost to the families. The Little Learners Enrichment Program’s classroom is designed to accommodate all children, and is accessible via a wheelchair ramp and elevator. This program asks families to pay a small fee but it’s not mandatory. Up to 75% of children with vision loss have a dual diagnosis. Loss of vision is no respecter of persons, and affects children of all racial, ethnic, and socio-economic backgrounds. Delivery of services for both programs is not based on a child’s primary language, physical or other disabilities, or socio-economic status. As language barriers are encountered, the teachers use the interpretation services offered through the First Steps program to communicate with the family. Teachers schedule visits with the family based on equal availability.  During the scheduling process teachers try to accommodate the families’ needs and may meet with them at any time of the day, evening, and occasionally, on a weekend.

It is the standard operating procedure of VIPS to provide equal opportunities to all children who are blind/visually impaired in order for them to reach their highest potential. No child will ever be denied services by VIPS.
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1. Is your proposal still viable for implementation as originally submitted? The proposal 


submitted by Visually Impaired Preschool Services (VIPS) is still viable, but the implementation 


of services had to be altered a bit. A child does not stop growing and his/her development is not 


paused because of a pandemic. VIPS found a way to continue to work with children and families 


through this crisis. 


 


2. Please detail any modifications you will be making to the original submission in order to 


comply with the new service delivery requirements in the COVID-19 environment? ( i.e. social 


distancing, capacity requirements, group event restrictions, etc.)  


The Early Childhood Intervention Program: Changes to Service Delivery  


Prior to COVID-19, VIPS had begun to offer virtual home visits in addition to in-home visits to a 


select number of families. Many of VIPS children are medically fragile. To help reduce the risk of 


medical complications while still providing much needed early intervention VIPS piloted the 


virtual home visits. It was a new option for families that VIPS was rolling out slowly in order to 


tackle glitches that may come up during visits. When the pandemic hit, the virtual visit was 


offered to all VIPS families as the only option for continued programming. Visits were, and are, 


conducted securely using ZOOM or Google Meets. Following the lead by the Kentucky Early 


Intervention System’s (KEIS) First Steps program, VIPS has resumed face-to-face visits to families 


who do not have access to the internet and unable to participate in virtual visits. As VIPS 


monitors the COVID-19 crisis and cautiously makes decisions regarding in-home visits, 


eventually, all families will be able to participate in virtual visits, face-to-face visits, or both.  


 


Families partaking in face-to-face visits are being contacted prior to the visit and asked if: A. they 


have signs or symptoms of a respiratory infection; B. if they have been in contact with someone 


within the past 14 days who have had COVID-19 or a respiratory illness; or, C. if they have a 


weakened immune system, over the age of 65, or other COVID-19 risk factors. The visits are 


cancelled and rescheduled if they respond “Yes” to A. or B. On the day of the actual visit, VIPS 


teachers check their own temperatures and complete the VIPS COVID-19 screening sheet. The 


teacher checks the temperature of the child and adults present at the time of the visit, and 


conducts a brief COVID-19 symptom screen. Visits are conducted outside of the home in the 


yard, and social distancing is practiced. For each visit, teachers wear fresh, clean masks, and 
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provide them to the adults if they do not have one. Children under the age of 5 are not required 


to wear a mask. Only one adult in addition to the parent may attend the session. The VIPS 


teacher maximizes the opportunity for coaching and prompting, but does not use hands-on 


therapy. Items found in the natural environment are incorporated into the early intervention 


session. In addition to masks, VIPS teachers wear disposable gowns, and use disinfected sheets 


for covering the ground during the visit. VIPS teachers follow the CDC’s guidance to disinfecting 


any equipment used during the visit. Teachers also use hand sanitizer prior to, as needed 


throughout the visit, and at the conclusion of the visit. 


 


The Little Learners Enrichment Program: Changes to Service Delivery 


The Little Learners Enrichment program continues to meet on a weekly basis, but virtually using 


ZOOM. The sessions are typically 30-45 minutes in length due to the limited attention span of 


the two to three-year-olds on a computer screen. Despite meeting virtually instead of in the 


classroom, the rate of participation has been 60-80% each week. The curriculum still includes 


learning about shapes, colors, numbers, concepts (i.e. in/out, up/down, near/far, etc.), pre-


literacy skills, following directions, and other age-appropriate academics. VIPS teachers read 


books, sing songs with the children, and encourage them to socialize with each other (i.e. “how 


are you today?”, etc). VIPS teachers send individualized learning packets to the families to assist 


their child in reaching his/her specific development goals. They also send art projects and other 


activities to the families to use along with the teacher during the sessions. 


 


At this time, due to the uncertainty of COVID-19, the Little Learners Enrichment Program will 


continue in a virtual setting. It is hoped the children will be back in the classroom by January 


2021 at the earliest. 


 


3. Will these new modifications increase or decrease your proposed budget? Please detail any 


increases or decreases to your proposed budget including additional costs and/or other 


secured funding. 


At the time of submission, VIPS FY21 budget was being created, and had not yet been approved 


by the Board of Directors. It was approved in June with a reduction in overall operating 


expenses in travel and contract teachers. Expenses for PPEs, supplies for learning activities, 


postage, and business subscriptions for secured ZOOM and Google Meets access were added to 


the budget. The proposed budget has only slightly decreased due to these changes. Safety 


protocols and expenses have offset the travel and contractor expenses. VIPS humbly maintains 


the need for the total funding request of $68,700 for the Early Childhood Intervention and Little 


Learners Enrichment programs for the children of Fayette County. 








PURCHASE OF SERVICE AGREEMENT  
 


 THIS PURCHASE OF SERVICE AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agreement”), made and 


entered into on the ____ day of September, 2020, by and between the LEXINGTON-


FAYETTE URBAN COUNTY GOVERNMENT, an urban county government of the 


Commonwealth of Kentucky created pursuant to KRS chapter 67A (hereinafter 


“Government”), 200 East Main Street, Lexington, Kentucky 40507, on behalf of its Depart-


ment of Social Services (hereinafter “Sponsor”), and, VISUALLY IMPAIRED PRESCHOOL 


SERVICES (VIPS) with offices located 350 Henry Clay Boulevard, Lexington, Kentucky 


40502, (hereinafter “Organization”). 


W I T N E S S E T H 


 That for and in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants herein expressed, 


the Government and the Organization agree as follows:  


 1. Government hereby retains Organization for the period beginning on July 1, 


2020, and continuing for a period of one (1) year from that date unless within that period 


Government gives the Organization thirty (30) days written notice of termination of this 


Agreement in which case this Agreement shall terminate thirty (30) days from the date notice 


is given to the Organization. 


 2. Government shall pay Organization the sum of Thirty-Eight Thousand and 


00/100 Dollars ($38,000) for the services required by this Agreement, said services being 


more particularly described in the Addendum attached hereto and incorporated herein by 


reference as Exhibit A, one-half (1/2th) of which shall be payable in October 2020 or shortly 


thereafter upon receipt of an invoice, with one-fourth (1/4th) payable in January 2021 or shortly 


thereafter upon receipt of an invoice, and with one-fourth (1/4th) payable in April 2021 or 


shortly thereafter upon receipt of an invoice and  detailed program reports in January 2021, 


April 2021, and July 2021.  The first invoice required by this section shall be submitted 
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by October 9th, 2020. The second invoice and the first six month detailed program 


report shall be due January 18th, 2021. The final invoice and the detailed program report 


for the third quarter shall be due April 19th, 2021.  A year-end program report shall be 


submitted by July 16th, 2021. Failure to submit the year-end program report, which 


includes the final quarter, shall result in the Organization repaying one-fourth (1/4th) of 


total funds provided under this Agreement. Reports shall reflect the services and 


programs directly related to the funding provided by Lexington Fayette Urban County 


Government with emphasis on measurable outcomes, and specifically outlined in the funding 


application.  Forms for both the quarterly financial and program reports will be provided. 


 3. In the event of termination of this Agreement by Government as provided for in 


paragraph 1 above, Organization shall be entitled to that portion of total compensation due 


under this Agreement as the service rendered bears to the service required herein.  


 4. Organization shall perform all duties and services included in the Addendum 


attached hereto faithfully and satisfactorily at the time, place and for the duration prescribed 


herein.  Compensation paid pursuant to this Agreement shall be used exclusively for the 


services set forth in the Addendum and for no other purpose.  Any alteration in the nature of 


such services and duties constitutes an amendment to this Agreement and must be in writing 


signed by both parties.  Organization shall keep itself fully informed of all federal and state 


laws and all municipal ordinances and regulations in any manner affecting the work or 


performance of this Agreement, and shall at all times observe and comply with such laws, 


ordinances and regulations, whether or not such laws, ordinances or regulations are men-


tioned herein, and  


5. Organization shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Government, its 


officers, agents and employees, from and against any and all liabilities, claims, demands, 


losses, damages, costs, and/or expenses arising out of, from, relating to, and/or based on 
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the Organization’s violation of any such laws, ordinances or regulations or Organization’s 


breach of this Agreement. 


 6. Organization represents that it has filed all federal, state and local income tax 


returns required by law in the legally prescribed time and manner.  This Agreement shall not 


become effective unless and until copies of all of the executed originals of the aforementioned 


tax returns filed for the Organization have been registered for the current tax year by the 


Organization in the office of the Sponsor, and the Organization shall not be compensated 


unless and until such registration has taken place.  


 7. The Organization shall, on such forms as the Sponsor shall provide, submit to 


Sponsor an annual report and financial statement which summarize the previous year’s 


activities regarding the services enumerated in the addendum attached hereto.  


 8. Books of accounts shall be kept by the Organization and entries shall be made 


therein of all money, goods, effects, debts, sales, purchases, receipts, payments and any 


other transactions of the Organization.  The books of accounts, together with all bonds, notes, 


bills, letters and other writings belonging to the Organization, shall be maintained at the 


principal place of business of the Organization as set forth in this Agreement.  Government 


shall have free and complete access to the books, papers and affairs of the Organization, 


that relate to the performance of this Agreement, at all reasonable times, and if it desires, it 


may have the books and papers of the Organization, that relate to the performance of this 


Agreement, audited and examined by auditors, accountants or attorneys.  Any examination 


shall be at the expense of the Government.  


 9. Government may designate such persons as may be necessary to monitor and 


evaluate the services rendered by the Organization.  The Government, its agents and 


employees, shall, at all times, have unrestricted access to all places where or in which the 


services required hereunder are being carried on and conducted.  Inspection and monitoring 
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of the work by these authorities shall in no manner be presumed to relieve in any degree the 


responsibility or obligations of Organization, nor to constitute the Organization as an agent of 


the Government.  


10. Organization shall provide equal opportunity in employment for all qualified 


persons, shall prohibit discrimination in employment because of race, color, creed, national 


origin, sex or age, and shall cause each of its subcontracting agencies to do so.  This program 


of equal employment opportunity shall apply to every aspect of its employment policies and 


practices.  


11. Organization shall adopt a written sexual harassment policy, which shall, at a 


minimum, contain a statement of current law; a list of prohibited behaviors; a complaint 


process; and a procedure which provides for a confidential investigation of all complaints.  


The policy shall be given to all employees and clients and shall be posted at all locations 


where Organization conducts business.  The policy shall be submitted to Sponsor for review 


within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement. 


 12. This instrument, and the Addendum incorporated herein, contains the entire 


agreement between the parties, and no statement, promises or inducements made by either 


party or agent of either party that is not contained in this written Agreement shall be valid and 


binding; and this Agreement may not be enlarged, modified or altered except in writing signed 


by the parties and endorsed hereon.  


 13. Organization agrees that it shall apply all funds received by it from the Urban 


County Government in accordance with the following investment policy guidelines:  


A. Objectives:  Capital preservation with surety of income.  Reasonable 
competitive income consistent with high investment quality and purpose 
of funds.  All investments shall conform with state and local law and 
regulations and these policies. 


 
B. Investment Funds Management:  The governing board may elect to 


either:  
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(1) Manage its investment through its executive director where the 
size or complexity of funds to be managed is deemed by the board to 
be within the training, expertise and/or available time capacity of the 
executive director and the operating staff; or  


 
(2) Utilize the professional investment management facilities of a 
local bank trust department acting in a fiduciary capacity within the 
same approved investment policies and federal, state, local and trust 
laws and regulation.  The trust department may utilize its regular short-
term one hundred percent (100%) US Treasury Fund for daily funds 
investment.  


 
The election of option 1 or 2 should be made consistent with the relative 
cost incurred and in the case of option 2 the cost shall be competitive 
among local trust departments. 


 
  C. Investment Policies - - Safety and Prudence.  
 


(1) Short-term liquidity funds shall be invested in “riskless” 
investment, i.e., deposits in Kentucky commercial banks or savings and 
loan associations that are fully federally insured or deposits 
collateralized by U.S. Treasury securities with a current market value of 
at least one hundred percent (100%), or in direct obligations of U.S. 
Treasury securities. 


 
Investments shall be diversified according to maturity in order to meet 
projected cash flow needs.  


 
Collateral pledged to secure uninsured deposits shall be held at a 
federal reserve bank with the receipt providing absolute control by the 
agency.  


 
(2) Retirement funds, endowment funds, long-term capital reserve 
funds and any other special funds may be held and invested by a local 
bank trust department under investment objectives and diversification 
in accordance with the individual nature of the funds and pursuant to 
the “prudent man” investment rule as well as general trust law.  


 
(3) All investments shall be reviewed monthly by a finance or 
investment committee of the agency.  


 
(4)  Local brokerage firms may hold and invest funds provided that 
investments are located within Kentucky and are full insured.  


 
D. Audit - - All investments shall be audited at least annually by independent 


certified public accountant who shall express an opinion as to whether or 
not investments during the year audited have conformed with state and 
local law and regulation and with the approved investment policies.  
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14. Notice – Any written notice required by the Agreement shall be delivered by
