Purpose

partner agencies through the Department of Social Services’ Extended Social Resource (ESR) Program. The 
Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government (hereinafter referred to as "LFUCG") has historically partnered 
with non-profit agencies for the purpose of providing priority social services to supplement and support the 
work of the Urban County Government. These agencies are diverse in their missions and work plans, and provide 
services to the most vulnerable populations in our community.  


Eligibility 


• Eligible Responders shall be a non-profit 501(c)3 organization with a physical presence in Lexington-Fayette
County


• Responders shall be registered and have a current, complete Silver Seal of Transparency or higher level
agency portrait on GuideStar.org.


• ESR funds cannot be used to teach, advance, advocate or promote any religion
• Be located in and/or serve Fayette County residents with ESR funds in Fayette County
• Applying organization agrees to comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws

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1.0 GENERAL INFORMATION & SCOPE 


1.1 Background 
Each fiscal year the Mayor and Urban County Council allocate funds for use by selected 501(c)(3) non-
profit partner agencies through the Department of Social Services’ Extended Social Resource (ESR) 
Program.  


This grant cycle shall cover Fiscal Years 2021 and 2022 (July 1, 2020—June 30, 2022), and will award 
grants between the four Funding Priorities, which each have separate required Proposal Submittals and 
criteria, and awarded on an approximate scale, listed below. Proposers may submit ONE Proposal per 
Funding Priority Area. 


Funding Priority Area: Childhood & Youth Development
Projected funding is 20% of total ESR Grant Program Award 


LFUCG seeks to strengthen and enhance Childhood and Youth Development by supporting programs 
and services for early childhood through teenage populations (birth through 18 years old). LFUCG intends 
to award grants for priority-rated programs and services which originate with demonstrated client needs, 
establish clearly-defined outcomes, and are designed to best practices or evidence-based models.   


2.0 GENERAL PROVISIONS


2.1 Purpose 
The LFUCG is accepting applications from qualified non-governmental, non-profit agencies with current 
501(c)3 tax exempt status and with a physical business or program site location in Fayette County 
(hereinafter, referred to as "Applicant") for ESR funding for FY2021 and FY2022 (July 1, 2020 – June 30, 
2021 and July 1, 2021 – June 30, 2022, with the 2nd year contingent on available funding approved by 
the Urban County Council ). This funding is intended to support agency programs which respond to the 
funding priorities established herein. THIS FUNDING IS NOT INTENDED TO SUPPORT GENERAL AGENCY 
OPERATIONS, other than overhead required to support the subject program.  


2.2 Funding Period 
The funding period is from July 1, 2020 through June 30, 2022, with the 2nd year’s funding contingent 
on available funding approved by the Urban County Council. 


2.3 ESR Grant Informational Workshop 
The Department of Social Services conducted a meeting on February 20, 2020 that provided potential 
proposers with an overview of the proposal and review process, instructions on completing the RFP, 
and presentation of funding priorities. 


2.4 Proposal Submission 
All Submissions must be uploaded to the LFUCG procurement website at 
https://lexingtonky.ionwave.net by FRIDAY, APRIL 3rd, 2020 before 2:00 PM EST. The Submission shall 
include an enclosed form that shall contain the required documents, and respond to one or more 
established funding priorities.  


Proposal submissions containing significant omissions of required information will be considered non-
responsive and removed from the RFP funding process on the application deadline date (April 3rd, 2020). 
Significant missing responses to questions constitute an incomplete application. The final decision 
regarding application completeness and penalties will be determined by the LFUCG Division of Central 
Purchasing in consultation with the Commissioner of Social Services. All proposals must be written in a 
clear and concise manner, as there will be no follow-up or clarifications to proposer’s Proposal 
Submittal Form once the evaluation process begins.

The LFUCG reserves the right to reject any proposals which may be considered irregular, show serious 
omissions, contain unauthorized alteration of the Proposal Submittal form, or are incomplete. 


The LFUCG reserves the right to accept or reject any or all applications in whole or in part, with or 
without cause, to waive technicalities, to implement scoring penalties, or to accept applications or 
portions thereof which, in the Urban County Government’s judgment, best serve the interests of Urban 
County Government. 


All proposals must be written in a clear and concise manner, as there will be no follow-up or 
clarifications to proposer’s Proposal Submittal Form once the evaluation process begins.

3.0 FUNDING PROCESS 


3.1 Timeline 
This Request for Proposals is being released on February 28th, 2020, and is made available to the public 
and all potentially eligible applicants. An informational and question and answer meeting will be held 
on Monday, March 9th, 2020, at 2 PM EST at the Phoenix Building 3rd Floor Conference Room, 100 
East Vine Street, Lexington, KY 40507. This meeting will be open to the public and any potentially 
eligible applicants are invited to attend and ask questions or seek clarification regarding the RFP. 
Attendance is NOT required in order to submit a proposal and will not affect scoring during the 
evaluation process. 


Completed proposals must be submitted no later than 2 PM on FRIDAY, APRIL 3rd, 2020, and late or 
incomplete proposals will not be accepted or evaluated. 


The LFUCG intends to conduct proposal evaluation in April and May 2020 immediately following the 
proposal due date, with the intention to make funding announcements prior to July 1, 2020. This 
timeline is subject to change without notice. 


Successful applicants shall be contacted to negotiate a funding agreement with expectations that 
an award be in place for the funded programs to begin operations by July 1, 2020. No funds may 
be expended prior to the execution of a funding agreement and grantees will not be reimbursed for 
pre-award costs.

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3.2 Evaluation 
Proposals will be evaluated by a neutral panel including LFUCG staff and third-party reviewers who have 
expertise in the field of human services. The scoring criteria are outlined in Section 5.0 Criteria. 


 
3.3 Reporting 


The funded project will be required to submit regular progress reports demonstrating progress toward 
outcomes established in the proposal and associated funding agreement. Report formats will be 
determined by the Department of Social Services, as will due dates and submission process. Failure to 
submit complete reports on time will delay processing of grant payments and may affect the grantee’s 
competitiveness for any future funding opportunities with LFUCG.

LFUCG seeks to strengthen and enhance Childhood and Youth Development by supporting programs and 
services for early childhood through teenage populations (birth through 18 years old). LFUCG intends to 
award grants for priority-rated programs and services which originate with demonstrated client needs, 
establish clearly-defined outcomes, and are designed to best practices or evidence-based models.   


 
These programs shall consist of an intentional, pro-social approach that engages youth within their 
communities, schools, organizations, peer groups, and families in a manner that is productive and 
constructive; recognizes, utilizes, and enhances youths' strengths; and promotes positive outcomes for young 
people by providing opportunities, fostering healthy relationships and supporting positive leadership.

		andor opportunities your clients face and how your agency fits within this system of services: 11% of Fayette County residents lack a high school diploma. That number rises to 37% for residents in Lexington’s North End. Countywide, 18% of households live on less than $25,000/year. That jumps to 30% in the North End  (2017 North Limestone Cultural Plan).  Since 2011, Common Good (CG) has worked with families, schools, and the community to give North End children and youth an opportunity to overcome these odds. Of the 39 students enrolled in CG’s elementary after-school program:  27 attend Arlington, 3 William Wells Brown, 3 Northern, 3 Ashland, and 3 Coventry Oaks. 2019 test scores put Arlington in the bottom 5% of elementary schools statewide. Arlington consists of 38% Hispanic children, 30% black, 27% white; 94% qualify for free/reduced lunch. In CG’s youth program, 13 attend Bryan Station Middle, 4 LTMS, 1 Morton, 1 Winburn, 7 Bryan Station High, 6 Frederick Douglas, 4 STEAM, 1 Lafayette, and 1 Tates Creek. CG families who move out of the neighborhood can continue enrolling students if they provide transportation and attendance meets guidelines. The schools where CG students attend have programs geared towards enhancing student engagement and increasing test scores. Very few programs offer students and families ongoing mentorship or wholistic assistance in removing barriers. 82% of CG families are non-native English speakers, making access to services especially challenging. CG desires to help remove those barriers and does so through programming focused on education, recreation, leadership development, and spiritual formation, promoting thriving children, strong families, and flourishing neighborhoods.

		above Be specific: Daily programming:  Monday - Thursday, 2:40 - 6pm, 34 weeks/year. 79 students receive educational enhancement, leadership development, recreational activities, and mentoring. Three staff members provide two hours/week of in-school literacy tutoring for 34 weeks/year. CG’s youth program director provides accountability to middle/high school students.

Elementary Program Clubs:  Three times/week for 34 weeks/year. Many students attend schools with no extracurricular opportunities, and most families cannot afford these privately. CG's club times rotate access to cooking, Urban Ninja, gardening, and art.

Mission: Transition (College Readiness):  Two hours/week for 34 weeks/year. High school juniors/seniors meet with staff/mentors to pursue post-high school opportunities. Many students in under-resourced neighborhoods, and particularly immigrant students, are not aware of opportunities and resources available to them. CG provides support to families navigating the post-graduation process and ongoing mentorship for high school graduates in college, working, or still discerning next steps. Two graduates have joined CG’s staff.

Parent Leadership Development: Two hours/month for eight months/year. CG provides parenting support, leadership development, and help with school communication. These meetings engage parents who might not be involved in school because of linguistic/cultural barriers.

Matchstick Goods: CG's social enterprise and economic development arm launched in 2019. Matchstick creates opportunities for CG students and graduates, including first/second generation immigrants, to express their unique and creative voices in their current cultural context. Students work 4-8 hours a week learning skills related to running a business and design/creation of home goods. 

		nothing other than participation in services etc: CG programs are neighborhood-based:  most clients receiving services live around or very near the program’s physical location. Families pay $10 per school year per child for the after-school program, and $10 per child for the six-week summer program. This contribution gives parents a buy-in without being cost-prohibitive to anyone. CG does not financially screen participants but staff awareness of participating families suggests 95% of families in the program live at or below the poverty level.

The expectations for students in the after-school program include regular attendance (the attendance policy is reviewed with students and parents at the beginning of the program); respect for staff, volunteers, and property; and respect for each other. CG has a behavior system that rewards positive behavior and effort with “CG Bucks” (a micro-economy where students can earn and spend the “bucks” in CG's store) and discourages negative behavior through buck removal. The expectations for CG students are high, but there are strong support structures in place to help them understand the social and emotional implications of their actions. Students are treated with respect for their own personhood as they navigate the complexities of growing up. CG staff are trained in trauma-informed care and Safe Sanctuaries, and all mentors are given thorough training on CG policies before spending time with students.


		sources that indicate what you are doing is bestpractice: CG practices asset-based community development. This practice brings those most impacted by marginalization and societal challenges to the forefront, empowering them to effectuate their own personal and community development. Community development studies have repeatedly shown that sustainable development involves those most impacted and must rely on the skills and strengths of the community.
(https://resources.depaul.edu/abcd-institute/resources/Pages/default.aspx). To help identify strengths and invest in the common good, CG prioritizes geographic proximity among staff. All full-time CG staff are required to live in the service area.  

CG also has a strong mentorship model. Mentors assist with homework, play, pour into students’ lives, listen, and advise. CG requires after-school program mentors to commit to serving the same day, once a week for three hours, for a full semester. This commitment may seem daunting, but it provides students with needed consistency from caring adults. This has been CG's model for eight years, and some mentors have been with us for all eight years. This school year, CG has 56 mentors, and these mentoring relationships are key to CG's work. Mentors come from all walks of life, and CG intentionally recruits mentors whose stories and life experiences represent the demographic of CG students. Recruiting local community mentors as well as mentors of color is critical to success and has been proven the most effective mentoring model (nationalmentoringresourcecenter.org). Specifically, CG currently has 22 mentors of color and seven graduates who have returned to the program to mentor. 



		until judge orders otherwise etc What percentage of clients meet that criteria for success: Sense of security: Many CG families are in tenuous situations due to financial stress, immigration status, and/or trauma. CG desires to be a safe place where each student and his/her entire family feel welcomed.

Post-secondary opportunities: CG wants all students to know available options. Barriers are real, but so is the support system and ability to reach their goals. CG has 12 graduates pursuing post-secondary options; two graduates have completed BA’s and one student has completed an AA.

Increased academic performance: CG provides tutoring and additional accountability by checking, monthly, students’ grades, behavior, and school attendance. From Fall 2019 to Winter 2020, 26/39 elementary students made gains of two+ reading levels.

Access to extracurricular opportunities: CG provides access to extracurriculars for students facing economic and/or transportation barriers. Elementary students participate in weekly extracurricular club times, and older youth partner with Transylvania’s Community Education Through the Arts and Lexington Community Radio to enhance their social awareness. 

CG defines success for current students as being engaged in the program, attending regularly, desiring success for themselves, and making academic and social gains. More broadly, CG wants students and families to remain engaged in programming for years to come. A specific goal is for participants to willingly give back to the program. This long-time goal is being achieved.  CG recently hired two program graduates as staff members; graduates and 5-7 current students serve as summer program employees every year; and a parent of CG graduates serves on the board.



		community Provide examples eg client demonstrates change in attitude client has behavior change etc: Navigating post-secondary decisions is difficult enough without cultural, linguistic, and economic barriers. Fortunately, CG’s wholistic programming can uniquely assist students and families with this process. 
 
Jonathan was born in the USA but moved to Mexico as a young child. He re-entered US schools in fifth grade as an ELL student. Jonathan and his two younger sisters joined CG in high school, and he began to see college as an option for himself. His father was also engaged and desired to help as much as he could. Jonathan received a scholarship to attend Asbury University, but the transition to college as a first-generation student was not easy. Jonathan felt disconnected, and his grades suffered. After two semesters, he decided not to return and moved home to work. However, Jonathan’s family remained deeply connected to CG, and his two sisters went on to graduate and attend Berea College. After moving home, Jonathan began to mentor at CG and support his sisters. He shared openly about his struggles at Asbury, and his experience has helped other CG students transition more smoothly. 
 
Years later, Jonathan now works for CG as the Creative Director for Matchstick Goods, and he is re-enrolled in college at BCTC. What could seem like a “failure” from Jonathan’s first college attempt has instead become a springboard for growth for him and his family. Through Jonathan’s experience, and that of many others, CG knows that deep, long-term commitment and mentorship transforms families and, ultimately, entire communities.


		and frequency of evaluation: 39 elementary students will take reading assessments at the beginning and end of each semester through the Reading A-Z assessment. This will allow CG staff to evaluate gains in literacy for both native English speakers and students who are enrolled in English Language Learner (ELL) services. Based on this year’s growth, CG’s goal is for 28/39 elementary students to make gains of at least one level from the beginning of the fall semester to the end of the spring semester. The assessment results will inform the structure of CG’s after-school program literacy component.  

CG program staff will meet with teachers biannually to discuss students’ academic gains and struggles. These meetings will inform the curriculum implemented during programming.

CG has 42 families represented in our 79 students. The goal is for one parent/guardian from 25 different families to attend at least two Parent Leadership Team meetings annually. Parents/guardians will be given surveys in April 2021 to rank their evaluation of the after-school program, including an evaluation of Parent Leadership Team meetings. These evaluations will help guide programming.

Youth will maintain a consistent 65% attendance rate, and elementary students will maintain a consistent 80% attendance rate. This will be tracked through weekly attendance records.

CG's 14 college students will receive support through letters, phone calls, mentoring, care packages, and retreat opportunities.

Matchstick Goods will employ four to six students in 2020 and pay them the fair wage of $10.50/hour. These student-employees will learn valuable lifelong skills.


		and capacity of each individual to address the proposed activities: Brenda Vanegas - Senior Program Director. Brenda joined the staff in September 2016. She has a B.A. in psychology. Originally from Mexico, she is a native Spanish speaker. Brenda embodies many experiences of CG families: being a DACA recipient and first generation college graduate. She oversees all programming.

Noranne Hendricks - Elementary Program Director. A first generation college graduate, Noranne studied Community Leadership Development before joining CG's staff in August 2017. Born and raised in Louisville, she understands the dynamics of growing up as a woman of color in Kentucky. Noranne works with organizational partners to implement club times.

Philip Manga - Youth Program Director. Philip joined CG's staff in January 2018 working with youth and Mission: Transition. He has a B.A. in Sociology. A native of the Democratic Republic of Congo, Philip is fluent in Swahili, Lingala, and French. His refugee experience and being a first generation college graduate resonates with CG families. 

Dor'cas Kaindu - Assistant Elementary Program Director. Dor'cas graduated from CG in 2015. After graduating from college, she joined the CG staff in Fall 2019. Her family is from the Democratic Republic of Congo and she is a native Swahili speaker. Dor'cas tutors at Arlington and works with CG’s second/third graders.

Jonathan Gomez - Cofounder and Creative Director of Matchstick Goods. Jonathan graduated from CG in 2015 and joined the staff in Spring 2019. Jonathan's family is from Mexico and he speaks Spanish fluently. Jonathan helps train Matchstick’s student-employees and brings creative and cultural passion to the staff. 

		secured funding sources and committed operational resources your organization has allocated for the proposed program: CG programming provides a safe, equitable space for students and families, a need previously lacking in Lexington’s North End. While other after-school programming exists in CG’s service area for elementary students, it is often unaffordable, and there is a significant gap in services for area middle and high school students. The majority of youth in CG’s program attend because they desire to participate, not because a guardian requires them to do so. This buy-in from youth is essential to their individual success and program-wide success.

CG has many established partnerships including Seedleaf, Urban Ninja, local schools, Transylvania’s Community Education Through the Arts program, Lexington Community Radio, Lexington Art League, UK College of Pharmacy, God’s Pantry, Centenary UMC, and Embrace UMC.

CG has an engaged board of directors. Four of our 12 board members volunteer with programming weekly. The board provides programming and staffing advice and oversees the Executive Director. Volunteers are also crucial to the program’s success. For the 2020 spring semester, CG has 56 weekly mentors and 18 volunteer cooks.  

CG worked diligently in 2019 to increase corporate sponsors, onboarding five corporate sponsors during the year, increasing CG’s total corporate sponsors to 14. Individual donors contribute 80% of the budget. In October 2019, CG received $86,000 in pledges and donations for 2020. CG also hosts an annual walk fundraiser every June. This raised over $20,000 last year. Further, the after-school program is partially funded by the Early Childhood Literacy and HSG Art grants from BGCF.


		opportunity and  or benefit program to a diverse crosssection of the greater community: Because CG is neighborhood-based, students and families do not need to own a vehicle or access public transportation to arrive at the program’s location. CG works with some of the most marginalized populations in Lexington. Currently, the student population includes 41 Latino students, 34 African or African-American students, and four white students. 30% of CG’s students receive ELL services at school, and 82% of CG families are non-native English speakers. Importantly, CG’s staff represents the families served. Among staff members, language capacities are Spanish, French, Swahili, and Lingala. This allows CG to provide services in multiple languages and helps families to feel welcomed. CG’s fee structure of $10/child for the entire school year, regardless of income, creates equity among participants. CG’s daily meal is provided by God’s Pantry through the Kid’s Cafe program, and any child who needs a meal is welcome to eat here. CG’s ratio of adult mentors to students is very low: there is typically one mentor for every three students. This enables students with high needs to receive individualized attention (for example, CG serves students with 504 plans and IEP’s) while still allowing all students to receive needed time and attention from mentors and staff. CG's space is handicap accessible with ramps and an elevator to accommodate students/parents/volunteers with physical limitations. CG very intentionally strives to be a place of welcome and belonging, and CG is a place where individuals and families can come to see their assets as beneficial to the community.

1. Is your program still viable for implementation as originally submitted? 


 
Yes, our program is still viable as originally submitted.  
 


2. Please detail any modifications you will be making to the original submission in order 
to comply with the new service delivery requirements in the COVID-10 environment? 


 
Anticipated modifications: 


• Our service delivery model will be impacted by the school schedule and plan that 
Fayette County Public Schools (FCPS) implements.  Their plan has not been 
announced yet, but it could involve a rotating schedule for students and non-
traditional instruction.  This could impact the number of days students attend 
our program because they come to Common Good directly after school.     


• We will faithfully adhere to recommendations and best practices for service 
delivery as we battle the COVID-19 pandemic.  The Governor’s guidelines for 
childcare programs may impact the number of students and adults that can be in 
a classroom at a time.  Currently, the recommendation is no more than 10 
students per class and a limited number of adults.  We have implemented this 
for our Summer Program in July.  If this continues to be the recommended best 
practice, this will impact our ability to utilize volunteer mentors.  We anticipate 
that our program will be more staff driven than it previously has been, but we 
will be able to use a small number of committed volunteers.   


• We anticipate that will be able to serve the same number of students, but 
instead of four days a week, it may be two days week, if we have to implement a 
rotating schedule.   


• Due to social distancing, FCPS may not allow non-FCPS individuals inside the 
school building to provide in-school literacy tutoring and mentoring this school 
year. Accountability for grades, attendance and behavior will move to phone 
calls and email checks.  Literacy tutoring would move to after-school hours in our 
building.   


• Matchstick Goods has been running smoothly throughout the pandemic. No 
anticipated modifications for our social enterprise.   


 







3. Will these new modifications increase or decrease your proposed budget?  Please 
detail any increases or decreases to your proposed budget including additional costs 
and/or other secured funding. 


 
These modifications will not impact our proposed budget.  We will be utilizing the same 
number of staff members and rely even more heavily on their leadership than before.

PURCHASE OF SERVICE AGREEMENT  
 


 THIS PURCHASE OF SERVICE AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agreement”), made and 


entered into on the ____ day of September, 2020, by and between the LEXINGTON-


FAYETTE URBAN COUNTY GOVERNMENT, an urban county government of the 


Commonwealth of Kentucky created pursuant to KRS chapter 67A (hereinafter 


“Government”), 200 East Main Street, Lexington, Kentucky 40507, on behalf of its Depart-


ment of Social Services (hereinafter “Sponsor”), and, COMMON GOOD COMMUNITY 


DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION with offices located 1015 North Limestone, Lexington, 


Kentucky 40505, (hereinafter “Organization”). 


W I T N E S S E T H 


 That for and in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants herein expressed, 


the Government and the Organization agree as follows:  


 1. Government hereby retains Organization for the period beginning on July 1, 


2020, and continuing for a period of one (1) year from that date unless within that period 


Government gives the Organization thirty (30) days written notice of termination of this 


Agreement in which case this Agreement shall terminate thirty (30) days from the date notice 


is given to the Organization. 


 2. Government shall pay Organization the sum of Fifty-Six Thousand and 


00/100 Dollars ($56,000) for the services required by this Agreement, said services being 


more particularly described in the Addendum attached hereto and incorporated herein by 


reference as Exhibit A, one-half (1/2th) of which shall be payable in October 2020 or shortly 


thereafter upon receipt of an invoice, with one-fourth (1/4th) payable in January 2021 or shortly 


thereafter upon receipt of an invoice, and with one-fourth (1/4th) payable in April 2021 or 


shortly thereafter upon receipt of an invoice and  detailed program reports in January 2021, 


April 2021, and July 2021.  The first invoice required by this section shall be submitted 
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by October 9th, 2020. The second invoice and the first six month detailed program 


report shall be due January 18th, 2021. The final invoice and the detailed program report 


for the third quarter shall be due April 19th, 2021.  A year-end program report shall be 


submitted by July 16th, 2021. Failure to submit the year-end program report, which 


includes the final quarter, shall result in the Organization repaying one-fourth (1/4th) of 


total funds provided under this Agreement. Reports shall reflect the services and 


programs directly related to the funding provided by Lexington Fayette Urban County 


Government with emphasis on measurable outcomes, and specifically outlined in the funding 


application.  Forms for both the quarterly financial and program reports will be provided. 


 3. In the event of termination of this Agreement by Government as provided for in 


paragraph 1 above, Organization shall be entitled to that portion of total compensation due 


under this Agreement as the service rendered bears to the service required herein.  


 4. Organization shall perform all duties and services included in the Addendum 


attached hereto faithfully and satisfactorily at the time, place and for the duration prescribed 


herein.  Compensation paid pursuant to this Agreement shall be used exclusively for the 


services set forth in the Addendum and for no other purpose.  Any alteration in the nature of 


such services and duties constitutes an amendment to this Agreement and must be in writing 


signed by both parties.  Organization shall keep itself fully informed of all federal and state 


laws and all municipal ordinances and regulations in any manner affecting the work or 


performance of this Agreement, and shall at all times observe and comply with such laws, 


ordinances and regulations, whether or not such laws, ordinances or regulations are men-


tioned herein, and  


5. Organization shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Government, its 


officers, agents and employees, from and against any and all liabilities, claims, demands, 


losses, damages, costs, and/or expenses arising out of, from, relating to, and/or based on 
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the Organization’s violation of any such laws, ordinances or regulations or Organization’s 


breach of this Agreement. 


 6. Organization represents that it has filed all federal, state and local income tax 


returns required by law in the legally prescribed time and manner.  This Agreement shall not 


become effective unless and until copies of all of the executed originals of the aforementioned 


tax returns filed for the Organization have been registered for the current tax year by the 


Organization in the office of the Sponsor, and the Organization shall not be compensated 


unless and until such registration has taken place.  


 7. The Organization shall, on such forms as the Sponsor shall provide, submit to 


Sponsor an annual report and financial statement which summarize the previous year’s 


activities regarding the services enumerated in the addendum attached hereto.  


 8. Books of accounts shall be kept by the Organization and entries shall be made 


therein of all money, goods, effects, debts, sales, purchases, receipts, payments and any 


other transactions of the Organization.  The books of accounts, together with all bonds, notes, 


bills, letters and other writings belonging to the Organization, shall be maintained at the 


principal place of business of the Organization as set forth in this Agreement.  Government 


shall have free and complete access to the books, papers and affairs of the Organization, 


that relate to the performance of this Agreement, at all reasonable times, and if it desires, it 


may have the books and papers of the Organization, that relate to the performance of this 


Agreement, audited and examined by auditors, accountants or attorneys.  Any examination 


shall be at the expense of the Government.  


 9. Government may designate such persons as may be necessary to monitor and 


evaluate the services rendered by the Organization.  The Government, its agents and 


employees, shall, at all times, have unrestricted access to all places where or in which the 


services required hereunder are being carried on and conducted.  Inspection and monitoring 
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of the work by these authorities shall in no manner be presumed to relieve in any degree the 


responsibility or obligations of Organization, nor to constitute the Organization as an agent of 


the Government.  


10. Organization shall provide equal opportunity in employment for all qualified 


persons, shall prohibit discrimination in employment because of race, color, creed, national 


origin, sex or age, and shall cause each of its subcontracting agencies to do so.  This program 


of equal employment opportunity shall apply to every aspect of its employment policies and 


practices.  


11. Organization shall adopt a written sexual harassment policy, which shall, at a 


minimum, contain a statement of current law; a list of prohibited behaviors; a complaint 


process; and a procedure which provides for a confidential investigation of all complaints.  


The policy shall be given to all employees and clients and shall be posted at all locations 


where Organization conducts business.  The policy shall be submitted to Sponsor for review 


within thirty (30) days of the execution of this Agreement. 


 12. This instrument, and the Addendum incorporated herein, contains the entire 


agreement between the parties, and no statement, promises or inducements made by either 


party or agent of either party that is not contained in this written Agreement shall be valid and 


binding; and this Agreement may not be enlarged, modified or altered except in writing signed 


by the parties and endorsed hereon.  


 13. Organization agrees that it shall apply all funds received by it from the Urban 


County Government in accordance with the following investment policy guidelines:  


A. Objectives:  Capital preservation with surety of income.  Reasonable 
competitive income consistent with high investment quality and purpose 
of funds.  All investments shall conform with state and local law and 
regulations and these policies. 


 
B. Investment Funds Management:  The governing board may elect to 


either:  
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(1) Manage its investment through its executive director where the 
size or complexity of funds to be managed is deemed by the board to 
be within the training, expertise and/or available time capacity of the 
executive director and the operating staff; or  


 
(2) Utilize the professional investment management facilities of a 
local bank trust department acting in a fiduciary capacity within the 
same approved investment policies and federal, state, local and trust 
laws and regulation.  The trust department may utilize its regular short-
term one hundred percent (100%) US Treasury Fund for daily funds 
investment.  


 
The election of option 1 or 2 should be made consistent with the relative 
cost incurred and in the case of option 2 the cost shall be competitive 
among local trust departments. 


 
  C. Investment Policies - - Safety and Prudence.  
 


(1) Short-term liquidity funds shall be invested in “riskless” 
investment, i.e., deposits in Kentucky commercial banks or savings and 
loan associations that are fully federally insured or deposits 
collateralized by U.S. Treasury securities with a current market value of 
at least one hundred percent (100%), or in direct obligations of U.S. 
Treasury securities. 


 
Investments shall be diversified according to maturity in order to meet 
projected cash flow needs.  


 
Collateral pledged to secure uninsured deposits shall be held at a 
federal reserve bank with the receipt providing absolute control by the 
agency.  


 
(2) Retirement funds, endowment funds, long-term capital reserve 
funds and any other special funds may be held and invested by a local 
bank trust department under investment objectives and diversification 
in accordance with the individual nature of the funds and pursuant to 
the “prudent man” investment rule as well as general trust law.  


 
(3) All investments shall be reviewed monthly by a finance or 
investment committee of the agency.  


 
(4)  Local brokerage firms may hold and invest funds provided that 
investments are located within Kentucky and are full insured.  


 
D. Audit - - All investments shall be audited at least annually by independent 


certified public accountant who shall express an opinion as to whether or 
not investments during the year audited have conformed with state and 
local law and regulation and with the approved investment policies.  
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14. Notice – Any written notice required by the Agreement shall be delivered by
