Requests for price changes shall be
received in writing at least twenty (20) days prior to the effective date and are subject to written acceptance
before becoming effective. Proof of the validity of a request for revision shall be responsibility of the
requesting party. The Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government shall receive the benefit of any decline
that the seller shall offer his other accounts.
