(2) Each contractor shall, for the length of the contract, furnish such information as required by KRS 45.560 to 
KRS 45.640 and by such rules, regulations and orders issued pursuant thereto and will permit access to all 
books and records pertaining to his employment practices and work sites by the contracting agency and 
the department for purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance with KRS 45.560 to 45.640 and such 
rules, regulations and orders issued pursuant thereto. 

KRS 45.620. Action against contractor - Hiring of minority contractor or subcontractor 
(1) If any contractor is found by the department to have engaged in an unlawful practice under this chapter 

during the course of performing under a contract or subcontract covered under KRS 45.560 to 45.640, the 
department shall so certify to the contracting agency and such certification shall be binding upon the 
contracting agency unless it is reversed in the course of judicial review. 

(2) If the contractor is found to have committed an unlawful practice under KRS 45.560 to 45.640, the 
contracting agency may cancel or terminate the contract, conditioned upon a program for future compliance 
approved by the contracting agency and the department.

Any provision of KRS 45.560 to 45.640 notwithstanding, no contractor shall be required to terminate an existing 
employee upon proof that that employee was employed prior to the date of the contract. 

KRS 45.640 Minimum skills 

Nothing in KRS 45.560 to 45.640 shall require a contractor to hire anyone who fails to demonstrate the minimum 
skills required to perform a particular job. 

It is recommended that all of the provisions above quoted to be included as special conditions in each contract. 
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In the case of a contract exceeding $250,000, the contractor is required to furnish evidence that his work-force 
in Kentucky is representative of the available work-force in the area from which he draws employees, or to 
supply an Affirmative Action plan which will achieve such representation during the life of the contract. 

U. Any party, firm or individual submitting a proposal pursuant to this invitation must be in compliance with the
requirements of the Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government regarding taxes and fees before they can be
considered for award of this invitation and must maintain a "current" status with regard to those taxes and fees
throughout the term of the contract.

The contractor must be in compliance with
Ordinance 35-2000 pursuant to contractor registration with the Division of Building Inspection. If applicable,
said business must have a Fayette County business license.

Pursuant to KRS 45A.343 and KRS 45A.345, the contractor shall

(1) Reveal any final determination of a violation by the contractor within the previous five year period pursuant 
to KRS Chapters 136 (corporation and utility taxes), 139 (sales and use taxes), 141 (income taxes), 337 
(wages and hours), 338 (occupational safety and health of employees), 341 (unemployment and 
compensation) and 342 (labor and human rights) that apply to the contractor; and 

(2) Be in continuous compliance with the above-mentioned KRS provisions that apply to the contractor for 
the duration of the contract. 

A contractor's failure to reveal the above or to comply with such provisions for the duration of the contract shall be 
grounds for cancellation of the contract and disqualification of the contractor from eligibility for future contracts for 
a period of two (2) years.

OUR MISSION: The mission of the Minority Business Enterprise Program is to facilitate the full participation of 
minority and women owned businesses in the procurement process and to promote economic inclusion as a business 
imperative essential to the long term economic viability of Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government. 

 
To that end the city council adopted and implemented Resolution 484-2017 – A Certified Minority, Women and 
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise ten percent (10%) minimum goal and a three (3%) minimum goal for Certified 
Veteran-Owned Small Businesses and Certified Service Disabled Veteran – Owned Businesses for government 
contracts.

2. Pursuant to 24 CFR § 85.43, any Agreement executed as a result of acceptance of this bid can be terminated if the 
contractor fails to comply with any term of the award. This Agreement may be terminated for convenience in 
accordance with 24 CFR § 85.44 upon written notice by LFUCG. Either party may terminate this Agreement with 
thirty (30) days written notice to the other party, in which case the Agreement shall terminate on the thirtieth day. In 
the event of termination, the contractor shall be entitled to that portion of total compensation due under this Agreement 
as the services rendered bears to the services required. However, if LFUCG suspects a breach of the terms of the 
Agreement and/or that the contractor is violating the terms of any applicable law governing the use of Federal funds, 
LFUCG may suspend the contractor’s ability to receive payment by giving thirty (30) days’ advance written notice. 
Further, either party may terminate this Agreement for cause shown with thirty (30) days written notice, which shall 
explain the party’s cause for the termination. If the parties do not reach a settlement before the end of the 30 days, then 
the Agreement shall terminate on the thirtieth day. In the event of a breach, LFUCG reserves the right to pursue any 
and all applicable legal, equitable, and/or administrative remedies against the contractor. 

3. The contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, 
religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or national origin. The contractor will take affirmative action to 
ensure that applicants are employed and that employees are treated during employment without regard to their race, 
color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or national origin. Such action shall include, but not be limited 
to the following: 

(1) Employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; 
rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The 
contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices 
to be provided setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause. 
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(2) The contractor will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the 
contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to 
race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, or national origin. 

(3) The contractor will not discharge or in any other manner discriminate against any employee or applicant for 
employment because such employee or applicant has inquired about, discussed, or disclosed the 
compensation of the employee or applicant or another employee or applicant. This provision shall not apply 
to instances in which an employee who has access to the compensation information of other employees or 
applicants as a part of such employee's essential job functions discloses the compensation of such other 
employees or applicants to individuals who do not otherwise have access to such information, unless such 
disclosure is in response to a formal complaint or charge, in furtherance of an investigation, proceeding, 
hearing, or action, including an investigation conducted by the employer, or is consistent with the contractor's 
legal duty to furnish information.
