This is a request for Council approval to enter into an agreement with Kona Ice for mobile frozen
treat vending concessions at Lexington Parks & Recreation aquatic facilities and splash pads.
Kona Ice proposes to provide concession services at multiple locations including aquatic centers
and splash pads during the 2026 season. The vendor will pay 30% of gross sales (minus sales tax)
to LFUCG, with a minimum guarantee of $5,000 or 30% of total sales, whichever is greater.
The agreement term will be for one (1) year with two (2) optional renewals. LFUCG, through the
Mayor or the Mayor’s designee, may terminate this Agreement for any reason whatsoever by
providing Organization with at least thirty (30) days advance written notice.

The Division of Water Quality is requesting approval to utilize an Omnia Partners Cooperative
Contract to renew the lease for AED (Automatic External Defibrillator) units in the various division
facilities. The annual cost to lease these AED units 1s $13,716. This contract was previously held
under Resolution number 345-2023.

Purpose of Request

The lease for AED units allows the Division of Water Quality to continue to provide potential
lifesaving equipment for employees in various division facilities. Utilizing this lease allows for the
third party vendor (Cintas) to provide the units as well as ongoing maintenance including unit testing
and pad and battery replacement.

A majority of Water Quality staff receive First Aid/CPR training every two yvears which includes the
use of AED units.

The Omnia Partners Cooperative Contract is similar to a state master agreement; the Division of
Water Quality utilized this contract for the previous lease agreement.

determined by HUD. These adjustments are intended to reduce financial barriers and make
homeownership more attainable for residents entering the housing market for the first time.

Purpose of Request: On May 11, 2023 (Resolution No. 256-2023), Council approved the 2023
Consolidated Plan HOME Investment Partnerships Program funds. REACH, Inc. was awarded
$100,000 for down-payment assistance for REACH's First-Time Homebuyers Program for low-
income families and $10,000 Administrative funds for the operation of the First-Time
Homebuyer Program. The policy revisions are to increase the subsidy amount to $50,000 per
household and eliminate all repayable loans by removing the related language from the
agreement and loan documentation were implemented to support a greater number of first-time
homebuyers. These changes were prompted by sustained increases in housing prices within the
Lexington area, which have made homeownership less attainable for many residents.
